The 
enemy is out to win; he has made, and 
1b ready to make, very great sacrifices ; 
and let It be at once granted that it 
is the country that makes the greatest 
sacrifices and that throws its whole 
energy into this titanic task that de­
serves to win. Germany knows, and 
she is naturally proud of the fact, that 
her arms have never suffered defeat; 
she also knows that there is not an 
instance in history when our country 
had to sign a treaty of defeat; and 
we are therefore regarded as the real 
enemy. Let us not be mistaken; the 
war is not nearly at an end; the crisis 
has not yet come; and we are fighting 
the most formidable enemy who is 
deteermlnd to fight to the bitter end. 
When two such nations—that do not 
know what defeat means—meet in 
deadly conflict, the gravity of the situ­
ation can scarcely be exaggerated. Wre 
are accused of not being in earnest. 
The one half of the nation, so the 
enemy alleges, is only playing at war, 
and the other half is out to make 
money of it. Some who may smile 
at this should ask themselves what 
sacrifices they have made, and what 
they are prepared to do in their 
try's defence. The casualty lists that 
daily appear in the press tell what 
the war has already cost us, and they 
are in earnest of how costly it is to 
be in the days to come. Every 
in our country should know and take 
to heart that this is a time of 
peril for our country, and that 
whole strength is needed for 
cuting this unexampled struggle. We 
have not faced the truth soon enough ; 
by the too cheerful prophecies and 
rosy news of many the real character 
of our danger was not realized, and 
we have suffered accordingly.

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That the German fleet will have a most difficult task In attempting to foi'ce a passage into the Gulf of Riga is 
the opinion expressed In London military circles. Riga is recognized as essential to any German scheme Involving an 
advance on Petrograd. Before the German fleet can hope to enter the Gulf of Riga it must force a passage through the 
waters between Dal Grund, the shoal waters off the southern end of Oscelo Island, and the Courland coast at Point 
Lyser Ort In the centre of the passageway is the Michael Bank. The usual route is to pass between Michael Bank 
and Lyser Ort, a distance of eight miles. It is this eight miles’ stretch between the Dal Grund and the Courland 
which the Russians have blocked with mines. Only one other route Is open to enter the Gulf of Riga, and that one is 
by way of Mohn Sound. This is a very dangerous passage and one which Is also capable of being easily defended.

Ottawa, Aug. 19—The talk of a co­
alition government in Canada is not 
regarded here, in well-informed cir­
cles, as having any real foundation 
for indicating that the matter has been 
eeriously considered by leaders on 
poth. sides of politics. It is under­
stood that the subject has beem dis­
cussed more or less by Liberal lead­

ers. There is little probability, how­
ever, that the plan will be adopted in 
(this country. There is no parallel 
between the situation here and that 
$n the United Kingdom, when the co 
elition government was established 
three months ago. While the desire 
Is strong in this country to stand firm­
ly behind the mother country in the 
war, and do everything possible to aid 
In the struggle, Canada’s duties and 
jresponsibllitics
pimple compared to those of the Im­
perial government. The latter had 
Innumerable matters of the most vital 

importance In connection with the 
•hnduct of the war, to consider and 
«eal promptly with.

The duties of the Canadian govern­
ment are much less diversified. It is 
» matter chiefly of vigorous co-opera­
tion with the Imperial authorities. 
?The duties of the government of this 
pountry are exceedingly important, of 
ppurse, but not such as to call for any 
gdalitlon administration.

There is felt to be no occasion for 
b coalition government, nor is there 
believed to be any considerable de­
mand for one from the people of the 
NfUnlon. In the United Kingdom in

the latter part of May there 
very considerable and influential part 
of public opinion favoring a coalition 
government. The war situation was 
considered dangerous, though there 
was no cause for panic or fear as to 
the ultimate issue. Even with this 
situation in the country, many lead­
ing Liberals strongly opposed the 
adoption of coalition government as 
being unnecessary.

The only subject to be considered 
between the party leaders in Canada 
is that of an election or of an exten­
sion of the parliamentary term. If 
there is to be no election, then pro­
vision will have to be made at next 
session of parliament for an extension 
of the term till the end of the war or 
a fixed period after the war is termin­
ated. If the partfes agreed on this, a 
joint address of both houses of parlia­
ment would be sent to the Imperial 
parliament tor the mecessary amend­
ment to the B. N. A. Act. The sub­
ject will no doubt be taken up this 
fall after the return of the Prime 
Minister.
