Thereafter, he endeavored to 
make a reply, which was characterized 
by his usual legal niceties, and splitting 
of words and phrases, and the gist of his 
reply was: “This Government intends to 
hang on to power just so long as it can 
command a majority of one in this 
House.”

Right to Point. .
Mr. King went right to the point. 

“There is,” he said, “one question which 
must be answered before any of the 
matters in the speech from the throne 
are discussed.

TORONTO, Feb. 15.—Imposition of 

new and extension of old taxation to 
raise total additional revenues of 
$1,500,000 was announced on the floor 
of the Ontario Legislature yesterday 
by Provincial Treasurer Peter Smith in 
his budget address. Banks, railways 
mines, billiard and poolrooms and all 
property transfers are affected.

Bank reserve funds, according to 
Hon. Mr. Smith’s announcements yes­
terday, are to have imposed on them a 
tax of one quarter of one per cent 
which tax, it is estimated, will yield 
the province new revenue amounting to 
$450,000. Railways are to have their 
mileage taxation increased.from $25 to 
$40, which is also calculated to bring 
in additional revenue of $450,000. The 
amusement tax is to be extended to 
billiard parlors and poolrooms, which 
it is calculated, will yield additional 
$250,000. All property transfers in the 
province, rural and urban, will bear a 
two-mill impost, which, it is estimated, 
will yield to the province $250,000, and 
mining tax increases are calculated to

New taxes, it is estimated, will real­

ize at least $1,500,000.
The new taxes are as follows:
1. Tax of one-quarter of one per cent 

on all bank reserves, estimated to yield 
$450,000.

2. Tax on billiard parlors and pool- 
rooms, estimated to yield $250,000.

3. Tax on all real estate transfers, 
estimated to yield $250,000.

4. Increased mining taxes, estimated 
to yield an additional $100,000.

5. An increase in the tax on railways 
from $25 to $40 per mile. A

W. E. N. Sinclair, Liberal member 
for South Ontario, said that in the past 
the farmers had criticized the old-time 
parties for their extravagance.

of affairs. The Government formed by 
Mr. Meighen was an entirely new Gov­
ernment The prime minister might 
seek to quote parallels, but there was 
no parallel, owing to the conditions 
under which the Unionist Government 
was elected in 1917. The Governments 
of Sir John A. MacDoanld, Sir John 
Abbott, Sir John Thompson, Sir Mac­
kenzie Bowell and Sir Charles Tupper 
were all Tory Governments, holding 
office under a policy on which the 
electors had passed. The Government 
formed In 1917 was a coalition. The 
present Government was without the 
semblance of a coalition. It was a re­
actionary Tory administration.

The prime minister had nought to 
take credit for the war record of the 
Unionist administration. But he must 
realize that most of the members of 
that administration had resigned. The 
Government of 1917 was purely a war 
Government.

Quoted From Speeches.
The leader of the Opposition quoted 

from the speeches of members of the 
Government during the 1917 campaign 
to show that the country had been 
asked to support Union Government for 
war purposes only and with no thought 
of tariff changing. The Government 
was returned on the issue of conscrip­
tion.

In the speech from the throne refer­
ence was made to a revision of the 
tariff, presumably at the present ses­
sion of parliament. The Union Gov­
ernment expressly excluded the tariff 
as a question with which the Govern­
ment would be entitled to deal, with­
out first giving to the people of Canada 
a chance to voice their approval ot the 
policy proposed.

Mr. Meighen. Mr. Calder and Mr. 
Crerar had sat together on the public 
platform at Winnipeg, when they were 
seeking election and told the people that 
•he accepted basis of union did not 
mean any revisions of the tariff.

"I ask my honorable friend," said 
Mr. King, "how dare he presume to 
say that his Government is Justified 
in dealing with this all-important ques­
tion without first giving to the people 
of Canada an opportunity to return to 
Parliament a House ot Commons that 
will give a proper expression to their 
views7"

While the ministry might have a 
legal right to retain office for five years, 
that was a time limit rather than al 
legal or moral obligation compelling 
it to hold office for that length of 
time.

Had Lasted Longer.
The present parliament had already 

lasted longer than that of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, which had dissolved on July 
29, 1911. Yet, Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 
the same legal rights and a much more 
stronger following. It was unjust to 
the electorate to deny them a voice on 
important domestic Issues since 1911, 
as had been done.

The people were entitled to exprees 
their will at the polls without further 
delay. The franchise •on which the 
Unionist Government was returned to 
power did not give a representative 
parliament. It was a franchise framed 
to constitute the worst betrayal of the 
rights ot the people that this country 
had ever seen. Thousands of electors 
were robbed of the rights of citizen- 
ship, and other thousands of women, 
specially favored, received rights not 
previously enjoyed by them. Thus it 
was that the Union Government was 
elected ta 1917.

In the history of Canada many elec­
tions had been fought on only one is-| 
sue, Mr. Meighen said. He referred to I 
the election of 1904, when the then 
Liberal administration, under Sir Wil­
frid Laurier, had gone to the country I 
on whether or not they should con­
struct the National Transcontinental I 
Railway. When this work was com-| 
pleted did the mandate which that- 
government received expire? Mr. King 
had supported Sir Wilfrid Laurier on 
this issue, but evidently was not then 
a believer in his present policy.

The leader of the Opposition, said Mr. 
Meighen. had told the House that the 
Government of Canada was the only 
one which had denied to its people the 
right to an election since the armistice, 
save Russia. He was not prepared to og 
into the matter exhaustively, but a 
glance at the situation throughout the 
British Empire would be interesting, 
in view of the contention of Mr. King.
