The total number of registrations of copyrights, trade marks, industrial designs,
and timber marks was 414 during the year 1879. Out of this number thore were162
registrations of copyrights, besides 55 certificates; 21 of interim copyrights, besides
13 certificates; 1 of temporary copyright with certificate; 154 registrations of trade
marks (11 general and 40 specific) ; 41 of industrial designs with 3 renewals; and 13
of timber marks.

The total number of assignments of these different rights recorded was 24. The
correspondence of this Branch of the Department amounted to 1,104 letters received,
and 1,127 sent.
