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IN PRAISE OF OLDER HOUSES

One of the features of our affluent society is that every 
ambitious family on the way up feels the need to build them­
selves a house. The result is usually the sort that is summed 
up in a song called, "Little Boxes on the Hillside ..." Having 
visited some of these warrens, 1 long ago made a solemn oath 
that I would never live in a subdevelopment (e.g. Diaper Drive 
in Mortgagemount) and that I would never build or live in one 
of these 'modern' homes (the open type where the only interior 
door is on the comfort station, and that is so flimsy that one 
always turns on both taps before daring to use it.)

Pity the man in the 
ranch house...at the discovery of every defect, he can only 
curse at the contractor who built it. .. his children wonder only 
at why their mother won't let them play on the hardwood floor in 
the living room... and any raised voice is heard not only 
throughput the house, but throughout the neighbourhood.
