$6 Panama Skirt,Charge Against a Judge
Press Despatch to Ottawa Citizen.

Edmonton, Alta., April 7.—A weekly 
paper here devotes several columns to 
:iti alleged attack on the Masonic so­
ciety by Judge Beck of the supreme 
court of Alberta. It declares that 
Judge Beck, “ who used to be a Mason 
but has recently become a Roman Cath­
olic," declared in a public meeting that 
he would not believe a Mason on oath 
where another Mason was concerned. 
The case was referred to Minister of 
Justice Aylesworth but he declined to 
take action as the alleged statement 
was not made from the bench. A mem­
ber of parliament from the West has 
declared his intention of calling the 
attention of the premier to the affair on 
the floor of the House of Commons. 
The story has created an immense sen­
sation, as one of Mr. Beck's colleagues 
on the Alberta bench is a prominent 
Mason.
