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EFFECTS OF THE WAR
OWING TO THE STRICT PRESS CENSORSHIP IN EUROPEAN 
COUNTRIES THERE IS VERY LITTLE NEWS AVAILABLE 
REGARDING THE PROGRESS OF THE WAR, AND A VERY 
LARGE PORTION OF THE REPORTS IN THE PRESS ARE 
NOT RELIABLE. BUT THE ECONOMIC EFFECT OF THE 
WAR IS SOMETHING BEYOND THE SCOPE OF CENSOR­
SHIP AND ALL OF US MAY WITNESS THE TREMENDOUS 
ÉCONOMIC CHANGES DAILY RESULTING. FOOD PRICES 
ARE SOARING BEYOND ANYTHING EVER KNOWN IN THIS 
COUNTRY AND ACCORDING TO EXPERT OPINION THE 
WAR HAS ONLY WELL BEGUN. MANY OLD INSTITU­
TIONS ARE CRUMPLING UNDER THE STRESS OF CON­
DITIONS AND NATIONAL BOUNDARIES ARE BEING 
STEADILY ALTERED. AFTER THE WAR IT WILL BE FOUND 
THAT NEW RELATIONS BETWEEN MEN AND NATIONS 
HAVE BEEN ESTABLISHED AND ECONOMIC READJUST­
MENTS WILL BE MADE ON THE BASIS OF THE EXPERIENCE 
OF THE CONFLICT.
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
