A Nova Scotia Hero at Home.
Racy Sketch of Sir Provo Wallis, O. C. 0.,

Halifax Boy who Is Senior Admiral of the
British Fleet, who Brought the Chesapeake/
into Haifa* and Is the only Survivor ef that

“ The old man of whom ye spaké^-is he

still alive.” J
Seventy-four years ago, ou a bright 

Sunday in June, a young Halifax 
lad, only twenty-two years of age, 
then in command of H. M. S. Shan­
non, brought into the harbor of his 
native city, as a prize, the American 
frigate Chesapeake after a hard 
fought engagement. There are 
some still living among us who re­
member that eventful Sunday. The 
congregations were just coming out 
from the respective churches wheu 
the signal staff on the citadel in­
formed them that a British man-of- 
war was coming into port with an 
American prize in tow, and they 
tell us what a rush there whs made 
for the wharves and adjacent build­
ings to get a sight of the spectacle, 
Rumor soon told of the challenge 
from the Shannon to the Chesapeake, 
of the short But bloody engagement, 
and that on board of the Chesapeake, 
as she was coming up the harbor 
lay the dead bodies of her Captain 
Lawrence and of every one of his 
officers, while on board of the Shan­
non Captain Broke was lying se­
verely wounded, his next officer 
killed, and that the command of 
the victor had devolved upon the 
jioung lieutenant, who was then giv­
ing his orders on the quarter deck 
of thë Shannon.

THE STORY IS TOLD IN ALL OCR 
HISTORIES,

and the boys and girls of onr public 
schools are familiar with it, as of an 
event far back in the history of the 
century. But some bright boy, or 
girl, more inquisitive or perhaps 
more interested than their fellows 
might turn to the teacher, and ask 
the question—“ that young lieuten­
ant who stood on the quarter deck of 
the Shannon on that bright Sunday 
—is ho still alive?” We can answer 
—it the teacher cannot. Yes ! he 
is still alive although born ninety- 
seven years ago in the Halifax 
Dockyard, of which his father wut 
the Royal commissioner, and the 
annals of the navy tell ue that he is 
now “Sir Provo William Parry 
Wallis, G. C. B., senior admiral of 
the British fleet, and sole survivor 
of the brilliant naval engagement 
which took place of! Boston harbor 
in the good year 1813.”

Our admiral, for wo can call him 
so, as ho is a Nova Scotian to his 
very backbone, now lives near the 
pretty village of Funtington in the 
south of England, about fifteen 
miles from the coast. A friend 
called to see him the other day, and 
describes his visit in a very read­
able article which appears in the 
London World of the 29th ultimo. 
The article is too long to he inserted 
in full, but we give a few extracts 
below which we think ought to in­
terest all Nova Scotians, as giving 
an insight into the private life of their 
distinguished countryman in bis de­
clining years.

FUNTINGTON, THE RESIDENCE OF 
THE VETERAN.

is not far from Chichester,, and the 
writer thus takes up hie story :

“A goodly portion of the road 
from Chichester passes through the 
1 old Broyle,’ with its firs, oaks and 
beeches, when you see the tower 
and roofs of Funtington gleaming 
in the sunshine as they peer out 
from the surrounding woods. The 
shady village street is wild with 
laurels and ivy-grown elms and you 
corne suddenly on à modest gate­
way, the pillars of which are crown­
ed by heavy cannon balls of grey 
atone, fashioned long years ago in 
some Turkish arsenal. Through the 
half open gale you catch a refresh­
ing glimpse of soft green turf, 
crimson standardf roses, and well- 
kept flower beds ; a third cannon ball 
is half buried in a tangle of ever­
greens, add beyond is a roomy 
white villa with many windows, and 
a creeper-covered glass porch open­
ing on the sunny shingled path be­
fore it. All is brightness at Funt- 
ington, and it is in this sweet and 
tranquil spot that the senior admiral 
of the British fleet, who, on an 
eventful Sunday in June seventy- 
four years ago brought the victorious 
Shannon and the captured Chesa­
peake triumphantly into Halifax 
harbor amidst the plaudits of his 
countrymen, is spending the placid 
evening of his long and eventful 
life.
IN SPITE OF HIS NINETY-SEVEN SUM­

MERS
Admiral Wallij stands on the drab 
and yellow pavement of his cheerful 
entrance hall to welcome you iu 
person to Funtington. His memory 
is oveiy whit as clear as it was when 
be fought eighty-two years since as 
a middy of fourteen on the blood­
stained deck of the Cleopatra, and 
he disdains the use of a stick as he 
takes you into the little study where 
the soft summer breeze plays 
through the open casements with 
hie snow-white hair. Yon sit down 
in one of the easy chairs, but your 
host takes a far loss luxurious seat 
by the table laden with volumes of 
naval history, which, naturally 
enough, enter largely into the com­
position of bis library. Sir Provo 
Wallis has still the ruddy counten­
ance of a man of middle age ; ho 
wears a well-fitting suit of dark 
tweed and a cool striped linen
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waistcoat ; be speaks of receiving 
the news of the victory of Trafal­
gar while cruising in the Cambrian 
off Antigua, as if he bad just 
seen it in the Times or the Globe 
and as he rises, with almost youthful 
alacrity, to fetch a paper or point out 
some interesting memento, you quite 
forget that he is the sole survivor of 
events which arc historical and of a 
generation which has long since passed

Sir Provo has given up a little 
table to the sole occupancy of those 
blue and gold volumes. The cruise 
of ü. M. S. Jiacchante^khd bis hand 
(a little crippled by gout) rests on 
them affectionately as be fights the 
“Long War” over again for y< 
special edification. “Nothing 
be finer” says the Doyon of the British 
fleet “than the" engagement of the 
little “Cleopatra with the great Ville 
de Milan.
FOUGHT BETWEEN BERMUDA AND THE 

WEST INDIES
in February, 1805, four months 
after I joined the navy, and ten 
months before Trafalgar. 1 soon 
got over my midshipman fight, and 
was as proud as thp vest of them at 
our not hauling down our flag after 
all, and leaving the Frenchmen to 
do it for us. The manœuvre lasted 
two hours, and wo wore only beaten 
by sheer superiority of size and num­
bers. We were, however, not long 
prisoners, for the Cleopatra was 
soon re taken by the Leander, Cap­
tain Talbot, and we changed places 
with our captors. ‘Yes,’ adds Sir 
Provo, with a sigb, ‘those were days 
when we were sailors and not stokers. 
Thon our English tars were a match 
for the whole world. As I never 
commanded either a steamer or an 
ironclad, I can hardly say how we 
stand at present ; but I confess I 
have my doubts. At any rate skilled 
seamanship will not be the chief fac­
tor in the coming contest.' You are, 
of course, much interested in the 
cruise of the Curionse, the cutting 
out of a French vessel in St. Ann’s 
Bay sevent3'-80ven years ago, tbo 
lubsequent shipwreck on the enemy’s 

coast, the destruction of the two 
forty-four gun French frigates by 
the Gloire (of which Sir Provo 
Wallis was lieutenant), at Aux-la- 
Bayne, and the surrender of Gauda- 
loupe.

His account of Chili 
and its people affords a lively example of 
what a plucky race may accomplish under 
severest obstacles, “The Chilano,” he 
says, “is the Yankee of South America, 
the most active, enterprising, ingenoiua, 
and thrifty of Spanish-American race, 
aggressive, audacious, and arrogant, quick 
to perceive, quick to resent, fierce in dis­
position. cold-blooded, and cruel as a can­
nibal. He dreams of conquest. He has 
only a strip of country along the Pacific 
coast, so narrow that there is scarcely 
room enough to write its name upon the 
map, hemmed in on the one side by the 
eternal snows that crown the Cordilleras, 
and on the other by 6000 miles of sea. 
He has been stretching himself northward 
untill he has stolen all the sea-coast of 
Bolivia, with her valuable nitrate deposits, 
all the guano that belongs to Peru, and 
contemplates taking actual possession of 
both those republics soon. He has been 
reaching southward by diplomacy, as ho 
did northward by war, and under a recent 
treaty with the Argentine Republic divided 
Patagonia vfitk that nation, taking to him­
self the control of that valuable interna­
tional highway, the Strait of Magellan, 
the unexplored country between the 
Andes and the ocean, and thousands of 
islands along the Pacific coast, whose re­
sources are unknown.” A people so like

The Clydesdale Society’s records show 
that this season’s American purchases 
exceed the last by 200 head. Of these 
Canada bought no inconsiderable 
number. Recent Canadian buyers 
and shippers include Beith, Graham 
Brothers, Charlton, Sorby, Parker, 
Wyllie and Prangley, making alto­
gether 89 purchases.

—Sweden exports $4,000,000 
worth of butter a year. The Govern­
ment takes an interest in the industry, 
and lias dairy schools, where pupils 
are taught how to make good butter.

—Mrs. Crawford, Paris correspon­
dent of The London Daily News and 
Truth, is said to earn $10,0Q0 a year 
by her pen—the largest sum made by 
any woman out of journalism.
