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SERIOUS CHARGES AGAINST THE 
MINISTER OF JUSTICE.

Mr. Jeremiah Travis, in the columns 
of the Ottawa Free Press, makes some 
very serious chargee against Mr. Thomp­
son, Minister of Justice. The charges 
are ef such a nature that Mr. Thompson 
cannot afford to ignore them, if he has 
any regard at all for the dignity and 
henor of his position. Mr. Travis chargee 
that the Minister of Justice secured his 
election by grossly illegal practices; that 
he supplied the revising officer with 
money expresaly to purchase the sup­
port of electors; that more than enough 
votes to turn the election were pur­
chased with this money; that an account 
■bowing how much each voter was paid, 
and the balance left, was made up and 
handed to Mr. Thompson. Mr. Travis 
also states that among the returns wrong­
fully and hastily gazetted by the clerk of 
the crown in chancery, Mr. Thompson’s 
was one of the first. Such charges of 
deliberate corruption are serious indeed 
when made against a Minister of Justice. 
They demand a thorough investigation. 
The fact that Mr. Travis, who, as a 
stipendiary magistrate in the Northwest, 
was summarily superannuated very much 
against his will, and very shabbily treat­
ed, and that hia information was ob­
tained irom the revising officer who, it 
appears was not used as well as he ex­
pected to be, will not probably lend such 
importance to the charges as if made by 
some other perron. They are, however, 
grave enough and aerious enough, to 
force Mr. Thompson, if he is not guilty, 
to place himself in a position for an en­
quiry into his conduct. If the chargee 
cannot be substantiated the sooner the 
public are made aware of it the better. 
Until an investigation is made, our peo­
ple cannot well be forced into any other 
belief than that the Canadian Depart­
ment of Justice haa a most incapable and 
corrupt head.

UNITED STATES POPULATION 
RAPIDLY INCREASING

The increased immigration the United 
States is getting ia calling forth no little 
amount of comment in the American 
press. The Americans generally are 
proud of their country, the thrift and 
prosperity of which are attracting thither 
immense numbers of the bone and 
sinew of Canada and other countries. 
During the eleven months ending May 
Slat, 417,860 immigrant* arrived in that 
country, exclusive of the number who 
went from Canada and Mexico, an in­
crease of 133,600 over the number of the 
corresponding eleven months of the 
previous year. From Canada and Mexico 
the immigration will, in the twelve 
months, probably exceed 40,000. In 
1884-5 it waa 38,614.

THE INSURRECTION IN AFGHAN- 
I8TAN.

The Ameer of Afghanistan is having a 

stormy reign. His subjects are rising up 

against him. The Ameer has brought 

the rebellion on himself having been 
most exacting in his demands. IIis peo­

ple show a kind of allegiance to hie 
chiefs, but the bond is quickly thrown off 

upon the slightest provocation. The 

Ameer ie determined, it seems, to show 
his chiefs and his subjects that he is 

ruler and is determined to remain so. 
He cares not to practice conciliatory 

measures; he chooses rather to rule with 

a rod of iron. It cannot be wondered at 

that hia subjects rise up ogainst him 

when we consider the heavy burdens he 

is laying upon them. He is levying a 
succession duty which amounts in some 

cases to half the property and he con­
fiscates lauds that have been granted for 

military purposes, and destroys the title 
deeds. Though the Ameer has a well 

equipped and well trained army, he can­

not at present depend upon it. The 

titles that have risen up against him are 

most formidable and are making a moat 
determined stand. At the beginning of 

the present month, the insurrectionists 
were equal in number to the Ameer’s 

soldiers, and though deficient in military 

skill can make a strong stand against 
the royal army. The insurrection has 

shown the Ameer to be a most deter­
mined man and one who is confident in 

hie power to restore, unaided, his 

authority. He might speedily have 

brought the rebellion to a close had he 

applied to his neighbors for assistance, 

but reliance upon others is not a feature 
in his character. He feel» too that if he 
were to ask assistance in the present 

crisis, hia ally might in the end turn 

upon him and deprive him of the mas­

tery in his own land.
The rebellion is being watched with 

great interest by European powers. It 

will not be long before the insurrection 

is brought to a close and the point de­

cided as to which, the Ameer or his 

chiefs are to be masters in Alghanistan. 

In one engagement ou the 16th inst. the 

Ameer troops were victorious.

A FARMER ON COMMERCIAL UNION.

A Union ef Inralrwlable Ben ►111 io «be 
Agricultural ClHsee».

The following is an extract from 
letter to a friend in Toronto from one of 
the leading farmers of Brant county :—

“No aane farmer would he against 
commercial union unless he is a blind 
partisan. The name implies free inter­
course between Canada and the U S I 
presume. I waa and am a free trader, 
but to allow the Americans free access to 
our markets without a corresponding 
privilege to theirs I am not yet disposed 
to agree to it. We have now, as well, to 
be at the mercy of our own manufactur­
ers. A manufacturer that cannot com­
pete with any other, with 20 per cent 
protection we are better without him. 
Many of our farmers before the N P com­
plained of our manufacturers then enjoy­
ing 17 per cent protection for buying all 
their coarse grams and flour from the 
Americans, while we had to buy their 
goods at their price. Now the times are 
changed. We send all of our coarse grain 
and many of our cattle to England, free 
of duty; and we make the patient Brit­
isher pay an almost prohibitory duty on 
all imported goods.

“ Our manufacturers are like lions,who, 
having tasted blood, are now ravenous, 
and it behoves the farmers not to let 
them kill the goose that lays the golden 
egg. ff they were receiving the dividend 
that we farmers are now they might well 
cry out, but as the farmers are proverbial 
complainers there is no pity for them, 
but squeeze them harder. It is certain 
that if the Americana are so much in 
favor of commercial union as our farmers 
are, no combination of manufacturers 
can stem the torrent. We were always 
in favor of free trade with the Americans, 
and any manufacturer that thinks his 
rights are vested in being made rich at 
other people’s expense will find himself 
woefully mistaken. I don’t mean that 
the gates of our country should be open­
ed to Americans, except on equal terms, 
It ia not the nature of man to deal with 
a one-sided nation, and I don't ask our 
manufacturers to give way except on 
equal terms. But if our friends cannot 
see their way now to compete with the 
Americans in a market of 60,000,000, we 
can do very well without them, and sure­
ly the Americans need not fear our small 
number of trade*. It would do away 
with a host of idle custom house officers, 
who in many cases only collect their 
salaries. Indeed, from the nature of 
things, looking at the geography of the 
country and the many kindred associa­
tions, it is wicked of any industry to op­
pose the freest interchange between two 
peoples so much alike, and no" doubt 
when the Americans offer a fair commer­
cial trade the farmers to a man will vote 
for it. We will have no more fishery dis­
putes, which may be a profit to politi­
cians, hut are no gain to us."

“If Canada, by pursuing a protective 
system, becomes dearer than other coun­
tries and if British exports to the Domin­
ion be diminished, the colony will lose 
much of its export trade to this country. 
If the Canadian northwest that has been 
spoken of as the granary of the world has 
artificial obstacles placed in the way ot its 
development, it will find it extremely 
difficult to compete with the United 
States and India in the English market, 
and the capital that has been sunk in 
the attempt to open it up to commerce 
will have been wasted. It is by produc­
ing food cheaper than the vest of the 
world that the northwest prov­
inces will prosper and a flourishing 
Northwest would bring prosperity to the 
eastern provinces. A great addition to 
protective duties must, in these circum­
stances, be prejudicial. The result will 
be to reduce Canada's external trade 
and to destroy all hope of creating a 
through route between Europe and China 
and Australia by way of the Canadian 
Pacific railway. England, at all events, 
cannot be expected to subsidize a line 
of steamers across the Pacific that would 
be beneficial only to Canada."

They 
must soften the u in such words as duty 
and opportunity, and not pronounce 
them dooty and opportoonity. They 
must not drop final g's, or leave out of 
words their h’s. They must not halt 
pronounce, must not say grey deal tor 
great deal. Every word demands the 
full, authorised, verbal mention of all its

THE CHAMPI.AIN DISASTER.

Chicago, June 24—The schooner Ra­
cine, the crew of which rescued the sur­
vivors of the Champlain disaster, arrived 
here last evening. At the time the Cham­
plain caught on fire the Racine was lying 
alongside a pier six miles from Charlevoix. 
Captain Hanson woke up. saw the burn­
ing steamer and sent a part of his crew 
on a yawl to save the perishing passen­
gers. With the remainder of his crew 
he ran down the beach to an old (Lh-boat, 
launched it and started for the wreck. 
The boat had not been used for a long 
time and leaked. When about half way 
out to the Champlain Capt. Hanson came 
across a young woman who was swim­
ming toward shore with a child. This 
was Miss Mary Wakefield, ot Charlevoix. 
She had jumped overboard from the 
steamer with the six-year-old child of 
Capt. Kehoe clasped in her arms. Grasp­
ing a broken lender, she clung to it, and 
seizing the clothing of the child in hey 
teeth ahe bravely struck out for the shore. 
Capt. Hanson says she is the pluckiest 
woman he ever saw in his life. When he 
started to late her and the child into hi* 
boat she told him to hurry away to the 
others, as she could take care of herself. 
She reached the shore in safety, and 
when another of the shipwrecked passen­
gers were taken from the boat in an al­
most frozen condition she took off her 
flannel underskirt and wrapped it around 
him. When Capt. Hanson reached the 
wreck the yawl of the Racine had picked 
up fifteen persons. He saved six more and 
seventeen others floated ashore by the 
aid of planks and life preservers. Among 
the bodies picked up by Capt. Hanson 
was that of Mrs E C Smith. In speaking 
of Capt Casey, Capt Hanson said he

of the Champlain.
