It has just been discovered that one
of the stations on the Underground
railroad was located two miles south
of Wabash, Ind. The building lt:andn
on a hill overlooking the Lafontaine &
Wabash turnpike, and is a plain brick
sirncture. It was bnilt by a man
named Elias Thomas in the year 1856,
and by him was used as a residence.
No one knew ot this being a place of
refuge for elaves until recently, a new
tamily moved in, and an examination
revealed the vaualt for secreting ‘‘ pas-
sengers” en route for Canada. The
foundation of the house is sunken deep
into the ground, forming a sort of
basement. This cellar is divided into
two cowmpartmenis by a stone wall.
One side is entered by a door, and the
other apparently is witbhout an aper-
tare. A trap-door in the floor above,
however, which was always covered
by a carpet, gave easy means of access,
and many colored men were let down
into the Jepths of the mysteriouns cellar
while on their way from the South to
Canada.~—Con.

THE ‘‘ SKIRMISHERS” AT WOREK—
ATTEMPT TO BURN A CUNARDER.—The
New York News says excitement was
created at Police Headquarters on
Sunday on the receipt of information
from the [uspector and Captain of
Police that an attempt had been made
the previous evening to burn the
steamship ‘‘ Bothvia” of the Cunard
line, lying at the pier, North river.
The tact was comwunicated to the
lice officials by the agent of the
unard line and efficers ot the ‘‘ Both-
nis,” and it was believed the attempt-
ed incendiarism was the work of Irish
revolutionists. Capt. McNichols, of
the * Bothunia,” stated that some per-
sons came aboard and scattered flaid
which burned the overrunners on the
passage way between the staterooms.
Thne flames wers discovered in time
and extingnished by the chief steward
with assistance., Phosphorus was
used, and gasoline or other inflamma-
ble stuff. The parties left four bottles
which contained phosphorus. These
were tnrned over to the police. Visi-|
tors are allowed aboard on Sundays,
and there is no clue to the perpetrators.
It is said the explosives had been offer-
ed as freight and been refused by the
Cunard line and other English stean-
ers.

A strange case of boycotting has
just come to lJight in Liverpool.
Among the emergency men who
left Liverpool at the call of the Dablin
committee to werk on boycotted farms
in Ireland was a bricklayer, who was
at the time in constant work, which
he gave up in a spirit of adventare to

toIreland. When hisservices were
ispensed with or he had become
weary of his new occupation, he re-
tarned to Liverpool and went to his
former employer. Being an excallent
workman, he was sent to work on
some new board schools. When he
commenced, however, he found that
none of the laborers wounid work for
him and he had to leave. He was
sent back the next day, when the
whole of the laborers struck and
would not resume until he left. The
word has gene ronnd, and every place
in Liverpool is closed against him,
the laborers having notified their in-
tention to strike wherever he may be
employed.

British steamer *‘ Palestine,” Captain
Whitteway, from Boston, Oct. 8th,
arrived at Liverpool, reports having
picked up on Friday, of Ballycotton, a
buat containing seven passengers and
four seamen of the steamer ‘‘Clan
MacDuff,” which foundered last
Thursday right off the Welsh coast,
while on a voyage from Liverpool to
Bombay. A steamer which arrived
at Plymoath landed sixteen of the
crew ot the “Clan MacDuft.” The
captain, remainder aud the Bulengerl
and part of the crew of *‘ Clan Macs
Duff”” left the vescel in three boats-

the time she foundered. The * Clan
MacDuff” carried twenty-two pas-
sengers aud a crew of thirty-nine.
