One feature of the disaster at Reggio
is the large number of homeless chil
dren. In some cases little babes wer
found creeping about in the ruins. These
poor waifs could give no account of them
selves and it seems impossible to restore
them to their parents, even if the par
ents are alive. A sailor who went
ashore at Reggio relates that during his
work of rescue he was atlracted by a
sound of infant voices. Looking under
a fallen beam he found twins about a
sar old in a basket. They were un
injured and their clothing was of the

best. They bave not yet been claimed.
A youth, himself wounded, carried hu:
two little brothers from their devas-

tated home. When the party was found
they were lying by the side of the road.
The young man was dead, but the chil-
dren were uninjured.

In many cases survivors recovered
consciousness to find themselves far
away from the scene of the disaster.

Then they would make desperate and
pitiable efforts to go back and search
for their loved onea. Numbers of sur-
vivors have pgome suddenly insane.
They try to throw themselves over
board if they are at sea, or to hurl
themselves out of car windows. One

poor woman relates that in her family |
