At the three-mile post Charles Cook, 
of the 91st Athletic Club, was in the 
lead, with George Buxton, of Toronto, 
second and John Near third. The dis­
tance was covered in a little over seven­
teen minutes. Cook dropped behind, and 
at the five-mile post J. McCormick was 
in the lead, with Stuart Allen, of St. 
Catharines, at his heels. Jimmie George 
was running in third position at this 
stage. From the five-mile post to the 
canal much sprinting was done, and 
John Love held the lead most of the 
way. Jimmie George passed him before 
the bridge was reached, making the dis­
tance in 50 minutes flat, a trifle better 
than Hans Homer’s time last year. John 
Near, the winner of the Ward Marathon, 
was in second place, with Levi Jamieson 
third. George had a two-minute lead at 
the twelve mile post, and looked like a 
winner. Near was still in second place, 
and Buxton had pulled up to third. At 
Hendrie’s farm the first five runners 
weer in the following order: Jimmie 
George, George Buxton, John Near, J. 
McCormick and Denny Bennett. The 
Indian kept his lead to the finish, and 
had the race by over half a mile

SIR THOMAS UPTON
WANTS A FAIR CHANCE.

New York, Oct. 26.—“I have come over 
this time red-hot for on-otlior challenge to 
the New York Yacht Club, and will do 
my best to arrange matters with the 
club, so that I can have another chance 
to lift tlie America’s Cup.”

So spoke Sir Thomas Lipton yesterday 
while the big White Star steamship 
Cedric, which brought him from England, 
was warping into dock. The Irish bar­
onet was accompanied by Colonel Dun­
can F. D. Neill, and will be in New York 
for several days.

“At the present moment I do not care 
to talk until I have seen the Yacht Ohib 
committees who will have this matter in 
charge,” was all that Sir Thomas would
Îof his plans.
t is believed that Sir Thomas has 

brought with him a challenge for the cut 
which he will present to the New Y or! 
Yacht Club if his mission is sucocessful 
m securing a modification of the racing 
conditions which cover contests for the 
sup. Sr Thomas desires the club to 
change the present rules so that he can 
bring over a Shamrock IV. -burlt under 
rules which wi-H permit the construction 
of a substantial racing craft.

Sir Thomas later consented to talk 
about what he would like to see done in 
order to give challengers what he consid­
ered an equal chance with American 
yachts in cup races* ,

I have been defeated three times in 
American waters,” said Sir Thomas, “and 
I will say very frankly that on each 
occasion the best boat has won. This 
much, however, let me say: Every time I 
have challenged the racing rules have 
been so changed that each new race has 
required that I build a bigger freak than 
the last one. Five times the rules have 
been changed.

“The trip of the Cedric which ended 
yesterday has been marked by terrifie 
weather, which is a fair sample of what 
may be encountered at any time by a 
yacht crossing the Atlantic. Bringing 
over the freak yacht which it is neces­
sary to build under the present rules 
means grave danger to the yacht and 
to the men aboard her. I have lost two 
men already in coming across the At­
lantic.

‘The present rules were made for the 
America's Cup race only. Just as long as 
these rules continue in force the thickest 
kind of a wall can be built around the 
America’s Cup and prevent this cun from 
being taken away from this country.

“What I desire is to race under the 
universal rule. If I can’t win under that 
rule I can at least provide good sport, 
and that is the primary reason for all 
racing—or at least it should b?”

Sir Thomas said he wanted a rane for 
the cup with a 90-footer, and would be 
ready to race in 191L.
