THE QUEBEC SCUMEME AND NOTHING ELSE.

It is not always that a people cas judge' wih
certainty of the sincority of the advocates of & public
imeasure such-— e Confodorati ‘The people of
this Island have had a better chance to judge hapartially
than their credulous fellow-colonists in Nova Scotia
sad New Brunswick. We have the advantage of the
experience wishopt hawing to ppy taelr ln"m for it. In
otder to carry Confederation Tﬁ {hose Provifices, and
td obviate the hostility of their peeplo and Legislatures,
the advocates of Union vehemeritly asserted that the
Quebec Scheme would be greally modified or sub-
stituted altogether by anotheé¥ plan whick would ‘be
njore jtist to the Mutitite Provinces, and less objection-
able to them. ‘We doubted that statement, and when &
Resolution, merely approving of the principle of
Colonial Union, was intteduced into the Legislature,
we said it 'was part of & general plan adopted in all
the Maritime Provinces to ehtrap them intothe Quebec
Sehemo. Wo guoted the statements of leading Canadian
politicians to show that no other could or would be
obtained, and later advices confirm this impression.
[f wrther proof were required to show that those who
say the Maritime Provinces, if they accept Confedera-
tion, can obtain better terms than those contained in
the Quebec Report, merely wish to delude and entrap
the people, we have it in the follow‘u{ z resume of &
Debate on the subjeet in the Canadian House of
Assembly, where members of the (Government reiterate,
and most emphatically declare, that no change of any
importance, no modification worthy the name, will be
attempted or permitted in the Quebeo Scheme. In
reading the following, the people of this Island can
congratulate themselyes upon their persevering op pe-
sition to Confederation, and the independent action af
the Legislature In regard thereto; nor should they
permit themsclves, now that the matéer is postponed
for a while, to entirely go to sleep. A zealous and
watchful eye should be Kept upon the movements of
thosé who, whether in Can ada or this Island, seek to
consummate Confederation 'upon the basis of the
iniquitous Quebe¢ Scheme and no other. But here is
the resume referred to:

M. Dorion then moyed in amendment that the address
be not adopted,'but that it ba referred to a comunittee
of the whole, with instructions to amend it, so that if
the general or local constitutions enacted by the Im-
perinl Parlisment should invdlve any departure from
the resolutions adopted by this House, such codstita-
tions should mot tuke effect till after they had been
submitted to the approval of this House,

Mr. Csuchon pointed out that the Attorney General
East declaved in his speech on Confedération that no
change would be made in the Quebec resolutions.
Accepting this statement he would vote against the
motion ; it it were otherwise he would vote for it.

Mr. Johan A. Macdonald said the Government had
no intention of departing fram the resolutiony of the
Quebec Conference. When they were brought down
to the House the Government stated that they must be
accopted as a whole. The Government would adhere
to that schemie in every sense as fully as possible, bus
they could not accept this resolution, because it was
tantamount to say that tiie Crown could be bannd by a
resolution of the House. He had no doubt the Imperial
Government would carry out to the letter the scheme
as adopted here, and that those members of the Gov-
ernment who might be deputed to Englahd on the
subject might insist in the strongest terms that the
propositions made by the Quebec conferernce, and
wccepted by the louse, should be carried out in their
integrity.

Myr. Cauchon, belioving the Government was bound
on its lionor to carry out the scheme as adopted, and
believing too the Imperial Parliament would abide by
the resolutions of the Quebec conference, he would
vote against the motion. Of course, if the Imperial
Parliament made changes, it had power to do so, but
ifthe Canadian Government accepted them they thereby
betrayed the trust reposed in them by this House.
'l'h(?' wauld be held to account by the House and the
public and properly punished.

Mr. Brown regarded this discussion as unfortunate,
because jt suggested the probability of the government
departing from the resolutions of the Quebéc confer-
ence. He held that they could not in the nature of
things depart from them. The effect of the motion
would simply be to declare that an act of the Imperfal
Parliament should not be regarded as law, if it so
pleased this House.

M. Dorien urged the motion upon the menibers from
Lower Canada asnecessary to prevent the government
dq;-br:"n‘ from the terms of thé resolutions adopted at

Mr. Sanfield Macdonald contended that there was
danger of the governmeas yielding to the représenta-
tions of the lmperial authorities and consenting to
ebanges in the constitution as they had pune! this
House. He thought, therefore, the motion should be
ado, ip order to protect the House and couatry
against the possibility of alteration.

M. Cartier said he would repeat the declaration he
bad made on a former occasion that the government
would conseat to no change in the resolutions as
sdopted at Quebec.

Mr, M. C. Cameron would vote against the amend-
ment, because he believed government knew that they
could not with safety to themselves accept any im-

t ehange in the resolutions.
Mr. Cowan would vote in the same way, but for a
t reason ; namely, because he ho'-i the Im-
perial Parliament would make changes in the general
constitution. He trusted, for instance, that it would
strike out the clause providing for a nominative Legis-
lative Council, which was an anomaly in Jast half
of the 19th century, especially on this of the
