EDMONTON’S HISTORICAL
SOCIETY.

It is gratifying to any one interest-
ed in’ the presenrvation of our coun-
try’s history, and particularly of this
portion of it, to know that Edmonton
is at last to have an historical society.

There is a wealth of material for
historical narrative in tihs portion of
the west, and fortunately old-timers
and new-comers agree that the se-
curing of accurate information can
not be any longer delayed.

LONDON’S PAUPERS.

Official figures of the pauper popu-
lation of London to the end of 1906
were 123,000 of record as against 127,
000 of record in 1905.

This slight improvement has been
secured at the expense of enormous
iic and private agencies, designed to
labor and money on the part of pub-
lie and private agencies, designed to
aid the derelicts-of the city to become
self supporting. About three-fifths
of these paupérs are in institutions,
and the other two-fifths receive out-
dor relief.

The cost to the public for their
support in the latest full year for
which statistics were available was
close to $19,000,000.
the mean average number this is an
outlay of from $135 to $140 for each
pauper a year. The per capita cost
in London is about double the per
capita cost in other portions of Eng-
land.

Not. all London’s ~ pauper census
consists of people who cannot ‘get
work. Many thousands cannot work,
being physically of very low fibre.
But insofar as the people of England
are solving the problem of furnishing
employment for the .class that can

work, they lessen the total, not only |

by the number so set to work, but
also by the number of those whom
the workers in turn support.

Thus their problem is double:
serve with temporary aid both
those who canmot work and those
who cannot get work, and provide
work for as many idle as possible.
It is a problem of endless theories,
and drives
who attempts to solve it by practical
methods.

SCIENCE AND THE TEAPOT.
Tea is such an everyday beverage
that we do not often find learned

men writing upon it, while Cowper is
the one English poet whose eulogy of
a simple cup of tea lingers with us.

But recently Dr. G. H. R. Dobbs
contributed an interesting article on
; this subject to an English magazine.
He tells us that tea, cofiee, and cocoa
| contain practically the same stimu-
| lating active principle. The difference
between tea and coffee is a difference
of aroma. The - difference between
cocoa and the other two is a differ-
| ence of nutrition, as cocoa is a posi-
| tive food, while the others are not.
| Always, I think, we may conclude
{ that the East Indiem teas are rathe’
more ‘“‘excitant” than the China
teas. In all teas the thein (active
principle) is combined with tannic
acid; and our object should be to
drink the one (thein) without the
| other (tannin, as it is loosely called.)
{ Therefore, tea should not infuse too
| long—what is called “stand”—and so
the hostess’s late tea which has been
“standing”’ for some time should be
| avoided by the late guest! On the
| whole, the China teas are the best
for use—the Ceylon and East Indian
| are_an occasional luxury. Recollect
| that very hard water will not make
:very good tea without preparation.
It should be boiled for twenty min-
utes with a little carbonate of soda,
| and then it will make good tea.

Rain water does not make good tea.
Milk and sugar make a food of it.
And tea made with boiling milk in-

| stead of boiling water and infused for
| five minutes is a most excéllent pick-

me-up in/conditiuns of temporary ex- '

haustion” Always comsider, as to

cofiee, that in an Englich house you
generally smell all ever the house
whet ought to be inh your coffee cup.
As a nation we ‘are mot mékers’ of
coffee, and I believe it is very much
due 'to the gquality of our water. 'Al-
ways mitigate your tendency to ex-
cessive tea or excessive coffee. There
is a drunkenness of both, and a very
bad kind of drunkenness it is. [ts
symptoms are dyspepsia, unrest and
visions.

THE GERMAN ELECTIONS.

Some of the French newspapers
seem to regard the result of the par-
liamentary elections, held in Ger-
many on January 2th, as an unqua-
lified endorsement of the imperial
policies of ~the Berlin
The opinion is not far wrong. The
issue was clearly made when the im-
perial chancellor, on December 3,
read a decree from the emperor dis-
solving the reichstag, and throwing
the entire question of the govern-
ment’s military budget back upon
the electorate for approval or dis-
approval.

The reichstag had, by a vote of
178 to 168 refused to grant a supple-
mentary appropriation of $7,300,000
asked for by the government to con-
tinue its campaigns in the colonies
against the rebellious natives.
Against the decision thus rendered by
the majority, which was composed of
Socialists, Clericals, and Poles, the
emperor appealed to the country, and
fixed January 25 as the date on which
to hold the elections. German pat-
riotism on that day spoke in no un-
certain tones, with the result that the
emperor may now proceed with his
without further
molestation for a while at last.
