THE STURGEON DISTRICT CROPS

The crops in the Sturgeon country
promise well this year. Mr. J. R
Boyle, M.P.P. for the district, "has
done a great deal of driving during
the summer through his distriet and
states that although the crops are
from two to three weeks later this
vear, they will give as satisfactory re-
sults as former years, If the fine
weather continues for . three weeks
more the spfing grain will be ready
to cut, which will make harvesting
operations general by September 1st
and the farmers are well prepared to
handle the cutting in a few days.

A few farmers have grown fall
wheat. The crop is simply enormous,
thick and tall, with long heads, well
filled. It is getting ripe and will be
cut inside of ten days.

Jarley ‘is a good ecrop. Oats are
coming on splendidly. All the fields
have bzen headed out for some days

As far as the Sturgeon is conecerned
ihe acreage under crop is greater than
in any former year, a large amount of
breaking having been done last year,
This year a large number of settlers
have iaken up land north of the Sas-
katchewan, east of the Little Vermil-
ion. in the vicinity of the Landing.

The live stock in the district is in
plendid shapve, The feeling among
the farmers is one of confidence,
which is strongest among the old-
timers that the erop will bz reaped
clear of frost.

The farmers of the Sturgeon put up
a great deal of hay. Considerable tim-
othy 1s grown between Edmonton and
the Sturgeon. This year hay is an
exceptional erop, both wild and eul-
tivated, timothy running from one
and a half to two tons per acre. Hay-
ing is in full swing this week and so
busy are the farmers at their haying
that all work upon road improvement
has for the time being ceased.

LABOR SITUATION IN THE
WEST.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13. — The Winnipeg
Free Press has undertaken to secure in-
foiniation regarding the labor situation
in the west. It says:

This August there is again a shortage
of farm help. Although the preponder-
ance of demand over supply is consider-

able, it is not as great as it was last
year. Still, it is quite large enough to
require public attention. Inquiries at
the immigration- office show that there
are over 300 places for which they can-
not find laborers. The scarcity in Man-
itoba is general, but, while that is so,
it does not appear to be acute. Flana-
gan’s, 625 Main street, also say they
have orders on hand for over 300 men.
The wages offered are from $35 to $45
for experienced men and for inexperien-
ced men $25 to $30.

J. Obed Smith, commissioner of im-
migration, explained to a Free Press
representative, - the situation in this
way. “Strange to say, all this year we
have been unable to fill the applications
for men on the farms,” he said, “and
the reason for it, I assume, is the num-
ber of new avenues of work. Railway
construction has opened up a large de-
mand for labor, which has knocked the
farmers hard. There are anywhere be-
tween 5,000 and 10,000 more being em-
ployed on railway building than there
were last year. The movement towards
3ritish Columbia has also contributed
to the deficiency. The railway company
you know, reduced the immigrant’s rate
from Winnipeg to Vancouver from $40
to $22. The coal mines, both in the
mountains and on the prairie, have also
been absorbing additional men. There is
now & considerable demand for miners
at Estevan. One company writes to me
that it will take fifty tomorrow. An
offer is given to assist in putting up
homes, so that their settlement there
may become permanent.

GOLDEN HARVEST FOR THE

WEST

Ottawa, Aug. 13—The west iz going
to have a golden harvest this vear in
spite o anything that the pessimists
say, The chief warehouse commis.
sioner of Canada, C. C. Castle, sends
to the department of trade and com
merce from Winnipeg a report on the
erop of the three prairie provinces
Mr. Castle idiseredits the unfavorable
reports and says that with the present
prospects the farmers will realize twe
dollars more per acre than last year
In his report he gays: “I am pleased
to be able to advise that from all
arts of Manitoba, Alberta and Sas-
katchewan recports as to crop cond:.
tions are most favorable; in fact, dur
ing the last four or five weeks the
condlitions have been almost ideal
Crops which lookeld poor before that
time have recovered wonderfully and
should the present favorable weather
continue, it looks as if harvesting
in the three provinces will be general
toward the end of the present month
The Manitoba wheat crrop will aver
age from fourteen to sixteen bushels.
while some distriets will go over
twenty, and the Alberta and Saskateh.
awan crops will be even heavier. Pro
bably some portions of the late sown
wheat crops will not mature in time
to escape early frosts, in which case
the yielld per ‘acre will be reduced.

Less Costly to Handle.

“The presenf crop will be much
ss costly to handle than last sea-
on’s as’ the straw is not so heavy,
consequently it will take less twine
and labor per acre, and the threshing
will be done méte expeditiousiy, In
my opinion, if the¢ present prices. hold
and the weather conditions continue
normal, ' the farmers of this country
will realize two lollars an acre more
than the yield Iast year, that is tu
say, taking the average of the whole
crop. The Septembzr option todar
‘Aug.- 6) is 92 3-4 cents per bushel,
whereas a year dago it was 71 1-2 cents
The range' of prides for October deliv-
ery ‘is about 21 ¢ents higher than this
time last year, tHdt is 10 say, 19 bush-
218 per acre of la8t year’s crop at the
price prevailing eatly in September
would realize $15.49 per acre, whereas

SOLD WEEDS IN SEEDS.

Dutton, Ont., Firm Fined Under New
Dominion Act.

St. Thomas, Aug. 13.—T. Hocken & Co.
of Dutton, through their solicitor, Mr.
C'. St. Clair Leitch, pleaded guilty to the
charge of having offered for sale on May
11th last clover seeds which containel
noxious weed seeds in excess of the per-
centage of the Dominion Seed Control
Act, and were fined $1.00 and costs. Mr.
Hockin, at the time the charge was laid
by Inspector Mason, claimed to have
bought the seed in good faith from a
well-known firm of seedsmen in London.

The official analysis of the sample in
question which was one of ten showed
the presence of the following number of
noxious weed seeds: ragweed, 7; White
Cockle 2; night flowering catch-fly, 8;
curled dock, 19; rib grass, 100 Of every
ome thousand seeds of clover in the sam-
ple, twenty-one were noxious weeds. In
other words there were 6,048 noxious
weeds per pound of seed. As there s
about six pounds sown to an acre this
would give more than 36,000
weeds to an acre.

and held a meeting in Labor Temple.

An Old Grudge Smoulders.

There is no question at issue local-
ly, the action of the G. N. W. men
being entirely in sympathy with the
Western Union men, but it is felt
that the local men were still smarting
under the defeat they met the last
time they struck, and wer not sorry to
get a favorable opportunity to put the
company in a hole, McMichael refus-
ed to talk, but issued a signed state-
ment giving the company’s version
of the fricfion,

STRIKE DEVELOPS RELIGIOUS
LINES.

London, Aug. 13—When the house
of commons met -this afternoon, the
Irish secretary, Mr. Birrell, faced a
shower of questions concerning the
Belfast strike. The Irish members of
parliament wanted the troops with-
drawn from Belfast and pthers urged
the necessity of a full fquiry. Mr.,
Birrell said:—

“The government is fully alive to
the urgency of this matter and is do-
ing all it can to secure a settlement
of this most unfortunate strike.”
The president of the board of trade
was sending a representative ‘to Bel-
fast today, the trade unions of Ire.
!and having just netified him of their
willingness to submit to arbitration,
War Secretary Haldane read a re-
port from the officer commanding the
troops at Belfast in which it appear-
d that one of the objects of the mili-
tary ‘lemonstration was to separate
the Catholies from the Protestants.
It appears that in the trouble at Bel-
ast as usually happens, there has
developed religious lines. The Pro.
testants have ' cheered and supported
the troops, while the attacking par-
iies apparently have been composad
f Catholies,

Belfast, Aug. 13—The strike situa-
dion has improved today as steps are
inder way to arbitrate the differences
between the laborers and their em-
dloyers. -+ The -experiment  of keeping
both the poliece and troops outside of
the district has been attended with

break. Excited crowds assumed lively
ittitudes but confined their demon-
strations to shouting, At half past
2leven o’clock tonight, the strcets of
Belfast are practically deserted. Ap-
parently doubting the sincerity of the
wthorities, several large crowds spent
some time in digging up an'l stacking
paving stones to be in.readiness for
the soldiers, should they appear.,
Priests and Member Counsel Peace.
Tonight Josepk Devlin, Nationalist
member of the House of Commons,
for Belfast, ana a number of priests
and magistrates patrolled the dis-
turbed areas, urging the people tc
keep the peace. At the same time
troops were he'd in rea'diness in their
barracks, should their services be re-
quired. This afternoon city workmen
attempted to repair the streets thai
had been torn up yesterday. They
had not been at work fite minutes
before a mob of young men and girls
began to stone them and they had
to run for their lives. Sir Anthony
P. MacDonell, under sceretary to the
lord lieutenant of Ireland, has been
in conference with local officers and
the labor leaders with the view of ar.
ranging a settlement of the disputed
points and another conference has
been held for the same purpose ba.
tween the master, carters and repre.
sentatives of the men.

Looking to Settlement.

Alex. Carlisle, director of Harlana
and Wolff Shipbuilding Co., is acting
as me'diator. He announeced tonight
that no decision had been reached.
but that he hoped a cettlement would
be effected. After these conferences
there was a meeting between Mr. Car-
lisle and Mr. Devlin, after which Mr.
Devlin expressed himself as confident
that the question would be settled to-
morrow.

C. P. R. GIVES $30,000.
For Erection of Y.M.C.A. Building at
Kenora.

Kenora, Aung. 13.—Announcement was
made here today of the first gift by the
Canadian Pacific Railway to the Young
Mon’s Christian Association of $30,000,
with which sum an excellent structure
will be put up here. The building will
have a large number of dormitories, res-
taurant, bath rooms, and possibly a gym-
nasium. It will be four stories in height
and will embc\'y all the features consid-
ered valuable in work among railway
men,

The present grant of $30,000 is the first

Canadian Pacific with the exception »f
a grant of $100 a month for current ex-
penses to Revelstoke. It is anticipated
that other large gifts®may follow and
that the company may aid in erecting
buildings at other points where large
numbers of their men are employed.
Work on the building here will be begun
at once and it is expected that a consid-
erable portion of the building will be
completed this year.

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SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years oi
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for- homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on certain condi-
tions by the father, mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspee-

tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
focal Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
fand applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
te have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.
In case of “personation” the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim,

An applieation for inspection must

be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application has been
disposed of.
A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
ol father, ‘mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abtandonment.

Where an ‘entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for inspec-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants. for inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default, and if subse-
quently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shoutu the land become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled,

Duties.—A settler is required to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
wpon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the trequirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the  father or
mother. '

(3) If the settler has his permanent
cesidence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of his bome-
stead ,the requirement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Jefore  making  application for
patent the settler - must give six
months’ notice in° writing to he Com-
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do =o.

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights may be
leased for a period o» twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
chall be leased to one individual or
eompany. A royalty at the rate o1
tive cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim
1,500 x 1,500 fect.

The iee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
vequirentents, purchase wne land at
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. on
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
at the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
nperation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds $10,000.

N.B.—Unauthorized publication of
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Foster’s Forecast

Washington, D.C., Aug. 13.—Last bul-
letin gave forecasts of disturbance to
cross continent 12 to 16, warm wave 11
to 15, cool wave 14 to 18. Next disturb-
ance will reach Pacific Coast about 16,
cross west of Rockies country by close
of 17, great central valleys 18 to 20, east-
ern states 21. Varm wave will cross
west of Rockies about 16, great central
valleys 18, eastern states 20. Cool wave
will cross west of Rockies about 19, great
central valleys 21, ecastern states 23.

This will be one of the three most se-
vere disturbances of the month and
while the severe part of-it will miss nine
tenths of the counties or sections it will
be best to keep a look out for storms
that may do some damage.

This disturbance will also inaugurate a
great high temperature wave that will
affect mest parts of the continent and
cause temperatures to average very high
until end of the month. The cool wave
mentioned will give very little relief.

A most interesting feature of the dis-
turbance will be its drought proclivities.
The heat wave and the evaporation it
will cause will seriously damage late
corn and fall pastures and as this con-
dition will probably continue to end of
the month the corn crop wili probably
have seen its best crop weather before
this letter is published. Indications are
that temperatures will continue to range
higher and the scil to grow drier to the
end of August.

Ilmmediately following August 10 tem-
peratures promise to average high and
the weather dry. As much of the corn
crop is late the bulk of it will not mat-
ure before the middle of September and
a month of dry weather following Aug-
ust 10, being expected, particularly in
western paits of the corn belt, the out-
look for an average corn crop is not
promising.

Indications are that the transcontinen-
tal disturbances will take northern
routes during last three weeks of Aug-
ust, leaving the States. hot and dry. This
weather will hurry the corn crop to ma-
turity and get it out of danger as to
frost. This will be fortunate as we may
have frost by September 21.

These drought forecasts do not apply
to ecast of meridian 90. Fair crop weath-
er may be expected in the eastern states
and provinves and the shortage of west-
ern crops will assure good
eastern products.
