BUILDING PERMITS
OVER HALE MILLION

The Year 1909 Promises’to be the
Largest in the History of Ed-
monton’s Growth

The present year will be by far the
largest building year in the history
of Edmonton and the immense totals
of 1907 and 1908, each over two mil-
lion dollars, will be entirely eclipsed
unless all indications.fail.

This year’s building will be mostly
made up of business blocks and resid-
ences, there being few permits for
struetures exceeding $30,000 or $40,000
in value.  In 1907 the post office per-
mit for $300,000, and in 1908, ﬂu ]')dl“
liament buiidings permit for $1,250,-
000, largely increased the hguum in
those years.

Conservative Opposition Holding Up-
Passage of $10,000,000 Loan Meas-
ure as Long as Possible—Borden
Suggests Amenament in Third
Reading.
