Men Driven Oft Cable News.Hon. R. Watson received a message 
from Heart’s Delight last night in­
forming him that four men who had 
gone out on the ice in the morning 
were unable to get bac.k to land as 
the wind had changed and taken the 
ice from the shore. The Colonial Sec­
retary made arrangements at once 
with the Nfld. Produce Co. to send the 
8.s. Fogota out in search of the men. 
The wind blew a strong breeze just 
then from the S.E. • and the weather 
was thick, so that it would be risky 
to send a steamer out till C:e storm 
abated. The message which Mr. Al­
bert Case sent to the Colonial Secre­
tary safd that the four men were 
then about six miles from the shore 
between Heart’s Desire and Heart’s 
Delight and that there was no hope 
of them getting ashore unless a steam­
er was sent. The Fogota went out 
about 1.20 o’clock this morning. 
Meantime the telegraph offices in 
Trinity Bay were ordered to be kept 
open all night. There was some dif­
ficulty In getting a crew together, but 
seven men working on Crosbie's pre­
mises volunteered to go and this 
avoided a further delay. About 8 
o'clock this morning Hon. R. Watson, 
who was up all night and in touch 
with the telegraph offices, received a 
message from Heart’s Content saying 
that the four men were seen at day­
light walking in over the ice towards 
Scilly Cove and that a boat was then 
putting off to go to the edge of the 
ice and take them on board. The 
change of wind had canted the ice to­
wards the south side of Trinity Bay 
again and gave the men a chance for 
their lives.
