Never mind, Sir Edward, 
the time will shortly come when the 
people of this section will get a chance 
to resent this cowardly conduct on the 
part of the “Split” Government, and 
rest assured that Cashin and Moore 
will feel the resentment of the voters 
to their sorrow.
