The language we speak 
has the same accent. They, like our­
selves, are more intent on the wel­
fare of the children than on ancestral 
feuds in the Councils of Britain, the 
voice of the Dominions rings with a 
faith like ours—a faith in the world- 
that-is-to-be.”

Burin District congratulates the Un­
ited Fishermen on compelling the 
Government to repeal the Export Tax 
on flsh apd in securing a higher price 
for Labrador cured flsh. We stand 
four square with them in their de­
mand for reduction in taxation, abol­
ishment of new and, at present, use­
less offices, the immediate discharge 
of a horde of hangers-on, in the pub­
lic service', the replacing of the Daisy 
ori'protection service with a boat com­
patible with our ability to pay, and 
we confidently expect them to demand 
the resignation or dismissal of Coak- 
er from the Marine and Fisheries De­
partment and the Executive Govern­
ment, thereby repudiating the error 
of 1919. We cannot, as a country, 
expect reasonable treatment from 
European buyers while he is promin­
ently connected with the Government 
of this country. Further he has shown 
himself to be entirely indifferent er 
incapable of handling the affairs of 
the fishermen and we assure them 
that this coast will have nothing to 
do with him, notwithstanding Boone 
and Bugden’s claim to the contrary. 
We with the men of the North are 
praying for the time when we may 
rid ourselves of the entire bunch of 
misfits at present comprising the so- 
called Government.
