Montreal, Que.. Sept. 2.—The im­
portation* at the deadly narcotics into 
Canada this year, judging front the 
figures for the first four months of 
the fiscal year, bids (fair to largely ex­
ceed that of last yeas'# Importation, 
yhese drugs’ Include cocaine and 
opium. They enter Canada at a high 
rate ot duty, but despite tljat fact, 
they continue to be imported in com­
paratively large quantifiée. The im­
portation of cocaine alone tor the first 
four menthe of the year has exceeded 
the importation for the entire previ­
ous twelve months. During the pre­
sent year 185 ounces have been im­
ported at a value ot $317, as against 
35 ounces valued at $88 ifor the entire 
fiscal year of 1911-12. It is to be 
noted that tièis is cocaine in its pure 
state, that which Is used for dental 
end other purposes being very much 
compounded and diluted.

Opium In the crude state Is also be­
ing Imported largely. Already for -the 
first four months at the fiscal year 193 
pounds have 'been Imported from Hong 
Kong and Turkey, valued at $6,332. 
This, however, us a proportionate de­
crease over last year, when for the 
entire fiscal year 6,017 pounds, valued 
a-t $25,863, were Imported. Of pow­
dered opium for April, May, June and 
July, 114 pounds, valued at $940, were 
imported. - The total; Import laa tyear 
was $55 pounds, valued at $2,074.
