On Tuesday last, great excitement was
created in New York by the departure for
Europe of the “ Nonpareil,” a life saving
raft invented and patented by a Mr Perry
The World of the 5th, thus describes this
siogular construction : - The raft consists of

having a double rubber casing, forming a
thickness of three-eights of an ineh, over
which a heavy canvas duck casing is tightly
corded, to take the exhaustive strain. These
are coonected by canvas webs and outer
webs stretehing the whole to a light wosden
frame surmounting the whole, The cylinders
are inflated by means of two bellows, dupli~
cates being carried in case of accident.
Upon the planking of the frame work are
steps for two masts, schooner-rigged, with
two shore masts. She carries five sails, a
Jjib, logeail, log-gaff-topsail, main-sail and
main-gaff-topsail, has a centresboard stars
board aft, and another to the larboard for'ard.
