At the time of the disaster the Earle, in
cempany with the Favorite, Capt. McLesn,
wes hunting ia the] neighborhood of Cape
8t. Hhlise, in latitnde 58 north, longitude#42
west. The weather had been very dirty for
weveral days and on the ‘Mth April a fierce
gale arose, which carried away a consider-
able portion of the Favorite’s running gear
and gave her a hard ‘battle for her life. .

‘When the morning of the 15th broke and
the.storm had in & measure subsided, Capt.
MoLean looked, butlooked in vain, for his
«congort. The Earle had dissppeared. After-
ward the Favorite came upon an overturned
‘hull which was taken to be that of the Earle,
although weather did not permit of the
lowering of a boat to make a close inspec-
tion, and suspicions could not therefore at
the time be verified. They werea'fow days
after, ho‘vever, when, according to the mate
of the Katherine, Indian hunters from the
Favorite got clese enough to the turned-
turtle eraft to make out her name.

The maste were then in place, so the In-
dians said, and the schooner had apparently
been simply swung over by the storm, in
such & way that no one on board could have
had a chanoe for his life,

The Earle was, as lasb season, commanded
by Captain Louis Magneson, who, like the
white members of his crew, was a well-
known Victorian. The schooner was -com-
paratively new, and had been -engaged in
the sealing since her building two or three
years ago.

Other mishaps to veesels of the fleet, for-
tunately of lesser gravily, are also reported
by Captain Siewerd, several of the Vie-
toria schooners having lost canoes
and Indian bunters, and ome Neah
bay schooner, name unknown, being
also reported capsized with the probable loss
of her crew. The Sapphire and one or two
others are now at Euculet on their way
home, while a couple . of W ~whose
names tould not'be ascersained were follow-
ing the Siewerd in. .

Capt. Siewerd’s schooner has hsd com-
paratively good fortune during the present
oruise, having lost none of her men and cap-
tured 520 odd seal since leaving home in
January last, She has, however, had her
share of minor losses, a number of the boats
having been lost and & portion of the rigging
having carried away.

Captain Siewerd, while sorry te be the
bearer of news so sad, does not think that
thers ocan _be any mistake as to the
identity of the lost member of the
fleet—nor does he think that any member of
the Earle’s crew lives to tell the atory of that
vessel’s last hattle with the angry sea.

The latter’s Indian boatmen had by that
time investigated the character of the
turned-turtle and had not only deciphered
her name, the Walter A. Earle, but had
made out her rudder gone, and thus satis-
fied themselves as to the direcy cause of the
capsizing.

Asked yesterday as to the possibility that
some of the Earle’s people had survived,
Captain Hackett shook hfa head negatively.

*I'm afraid not,” he said, ** There can be
no doubt abous it that the schooner is loat
and that the poor fellows ‘aboard were cof.
fined in her—those who were not swepb
overboard in the storm. The worst of it is,
too, sealing men believe that more than the
Earle went down in that same terrible
storm, and any one of the incoming fleet
may bring news of a second simitar disaster.
