Trustee Yates thought that the 
matter mighteasily be adjusted by allow­
ing the teacher in each division to read 
the list, and it was finally decided on 
the motion of Trustees McMicking and 
Hit. Grant to allow'the schools to as­
semble together if necessary for the clos­
ing exercises.

In connection with the ventilation of 
the South Park school, the Smead-Dowd 
company wrote to the effect that their 
superintendent, Mr. C. R. Oldershaw, 
had been instructed to visit Victoria. A 
report was also received from Mr. Older- 
ehaw recommending certain changes.

Attached to this report was a note 
from Ë. Mallandaine, accompanied by 
working sketches and approximate ten­
ders for the works suggested—$88 for the 
carpentry work from Ji P. Burgsse and 
$76 from Braden Bros, for the plumbing.

Chairman Hayward explained that 
from Mr. Olderehaw’s observations the 
trouble appeared to arise from the un­
anticipated strong winds.

An application from Principal Tait of 
Victoria West, that the use of Semple’s 
hall for the closing exercises je author­
ised, was duly granted, while a report 
from Mr. A. B. McNeill of those who 
have successfully passed the examina­
tion set for pupil teachers, was received 
and filed.

Numerous applications for positions 
on the teaching staff were tabled accord­
ing to custom ; accounts totalling $257 
were passed for payment ; and the 
gymnasium committee through Trustee 
Hall asked for farther time in which 
to prosecute their inquiries with regard 
to Victoria West school grounds, stating 
at the same time that the taxes on the 
vacant lot in Spring Ridge used as a 
school ground amounted to $37.50 per 
year.

It was not thought necessary to as­
sume this expense at the present time.

The regular business of the evening 
being concluded, Mrs. Jenkins suggested 
that as additional inspectors. had just 
been appointed by the government, a 
committee from the board should wait 
upon the Superintendent of Education 
and endeavor to secure the services of 
one of these exclusively for the city 
schools. She moved in this direction, 
hot found no seconder for the resolu­
tion.

Mrs. Grant thought that so long as the 
inspector was employed by the province 
and paid by the province he could not 
make his report to the trustees, and 
consequently would be of no value to the 
trustees.

Trustee McMicking and the chairman 
endorsed this view of the case, the former 
remarking that Dr. Pope had already 
stated that a combined system of inspec­
tion would not work.

Trustee Yates thought the time had 
arrived when the board should send East 
for a competent and independent inspec­
tor. He moved that an advertisement 
inviting applications for the position at 
a salary of $1800 per annum should be 
inserted in the Toronto Globe and Mail- 
Empire, applications, accompanied with 
qualifications and experience state­
ments, to be received not later than July 
12 This resolution was adopted and the 
board adjourned.

At the next meeting Trustee Hall will 
present two important resolutions, no­
tice of which was given last night. The 
first is that, for the curtailment of ex­
penses, the Boys’ and Girls’ Central 
schools be hereafter combined ; the sec­
ond reads thus : “ That the legislative 
committee be instructed to wait upon 
the Council of Public Instruction, re­
questing the Council of Public Instruc­
tion to amend the standard of common 
schools by adding three subjects, name­
ly, bookkeeping, algebra, and the first 
and second books of Euclid.”

A body had been found, how­
ever, and identified as that of the son of 
William C. Greenfield, who with his 
wife and family were passengers for 
Wood island from San Francisco. Be­
tween $700 and $800 was also found on 
board, but farther than these discoveries 
the passengers who landed here from the 
Topeka have no news to tell concerning 
the Siglin. It is now one month 
since the first news of the Siglin 
disaster reached this city. On the 12th 
of last month the schooner William Ains­
worth, Capt. E. E. Crockett, arrived at 
Seattle and reported that 110 miles west 
of the Queen Charlotte islands and 
directly in the path of fierce storms that 
had then been sweeping the North Paci­
fic, he fell in with the Siglin. The body 
of a man dressed: in oilskins was lashed 
to the iron davits in the stern. Since 
the Ainsworth sighted the schooner, 
several other vessel^ fell in with the 
craft and according to papers found by 
Capt. Martin of the Arietas the corpse 
was identified as that of the mate, 
Henry Saunders, a native of Bridgetown, 
N.S.

The Siglin left San Francisco, March 
23, under command of Capt. Jerome 
Thomas, for Wood island, Alaska. She 
was loaded with supplies and provisions 
for the North American Commercial Co. 
Besides the captain she carried 9 crew 
consisting of mate, cook and three sailors, 
and had aboard as passengers W. C. 
Greenfield, agent of the company at 
Wood island, his wife and three children. 
The schooner was built at Marshfield, 
Ur., in 1894. She was 80 feet in length 
by 23 feet beam and 8.4 depth, and 81.24 
tons net register.

SULLIVAN CREEK PROSPECTS.
On Sullivan creek, starting about 15 

miles north of Rossland, much work is 
being done from one end of the creek to 
the other. Writing of a recent visit to 
Mackey mountain, at the head waters, 
Mr. Reavis says in the Rossland Miner : 
“ The impression made upon me by what 
I saw on Mackey mountain was that 
there are a number of strong iron- 
capped and quartz ledges running 
through the country, with good chances 
for the finding of pay chutes of great size 
and permanence. Water and timber for 
mining purposes are Abundant, and a 
wagon road could be built from the 
mines down to the mouth of Sullivan 
creek without very great expense. The 
entire distance is not over seven miles. 
At the Columbia river there is steamer 
transportation, and the railroad from 
Trail to Robson will soon be in opera­
tion.” *

QUARTZ CREEK’S VARIETY.
Molybdenum in considerable quanti­

ties has been discovered on the Bullion 
claim at Quartz Creek. This metal has 
a mercantile value of its own, being 
used in the manufacture of chinaware to 
produce a blue cclor. A greaVvariety of 
ore is found in the Bullion, including 
iron, copper, antimonial silver, and 
gold. The claim was located in June, 
1895, by E. M. Lloyd and T. A. Mills, 
the present owners, who also own the 
Arcadie, situated about 600 feet lower 
down towards Ymir.
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PUEBLA SALVAGE CASE SETTLED.
The largest towage bill ever paid on 

North Pacific waters was settled yester­
day, when J. B. Libby, manager of the 
Puget Sound Tugboat Company, received 
a check from the Pacific Coast Steam­
ship Company for $16,450, in settlement 
of the claim against the City of Puebla 
over three years ago. The big steamer, 
loaded with passengers and freight, 
broke a crank shaft off Cape Flattery, 
and was rapidly drifting on Flattery 
rocks when rescued by the tug Wanderer 
and towed "to a safe harbor. The tug­
boat company put in a bill lor $100,000, 
which the Puebla’s owners refused $o 
pay, and the Puebla was libeled in the 
Federal court. Three months ago the 
case was decided favorably to the tug­
boat company, but notice of appeal was 
given by the Pacific Coast Steamship 
Company. The fact that the money has 
been paid indicates the Willingness of 
that company to drop the case. Of the 
amount paid $3,000 goes to Capt. Bailey 
and the crew of the tug Wanderer, the 
captain’s share being $1,000, the balance 
being apportioned among the çrew, the 
Chinese cook receiving $125. At tne 
time of the accident the Puebla carried 
150 passengers and a cargo valued at 
$300,000.

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:< - SILVER IN SLABS.
A silver slab has been taken from the 

Arlington, Slocan, which assayed 16,700 
ounces of silver. In describing whence 
it came to a Spokesman-Review man, 
Frank Watson, general manager of the 
Arlington, said : “ The ore received last 
night was taken from the west drift, 
which is in about twenty-five feet, and 
shows ore the entire distance. The face 
of the tunnel is about fifteen feet from 
the surface, and shows three feet of ore. 
Wherever there is a crevice in this lead, 
the silver is taken out in slabs, such as 
one of the samples shown.”

MISCELLANEOUS.

Secretary Bell, of the Wonderful 
group, in the Slocan, has received re­
turns from the first carload of 
shipped this season. It was a small car 
of 15 tons. The average was 119 ounces 
of silver and 71.4 per cent. lead. The 
gross value was $1,314, the custom 
duty $166, and the net receipts $1,148, 
making an average of $85.99 per ton. Up 
to date the product of the Wonderful 
has been $32,222 net, the customs duties 
were $4,531, and the average of the ore 
was 114 ounces of silver and 66 per cent, 
lead.

Superintendent Henry Callaghan, of 
the American Boy, near Sandon, re­
ports a strike of alrout a four-foot lead 
in tunnel No. 1, of which he says about 
feet is solid ore. The company have 
started another tunnel 125 feet below 
No. 1, which is in about 20- feet. They 
expect to run about 175 feet, to get be­
low the winze, and then drift.

Frank Hogan, treasurer of the Sulli- 
group, in the Fort Steele ccuntry, 

expects to push the work on that pro­
perty during the absence of Col. Rid- 
path, the manager. The ore bodies are 
so large in that district that the owners 
of some of the large properties are al­
ready figuring on a smelter being put in 
to treat the ore there.

Preparations are being made for a re­
sumption of work on the Silver Star 
mine. The property lies to the north­
east of Vernon and only a few miles 
from the city. Development was carried 
on for a short time last fall, but owing 
to the depth of snow it became impos­
sible to get supplies on the ground.

An unexpected feature in the Golden 
Cup, in the Salmon River country, is 
the appearance oi massive chalcopyrite. 
Some of this is very beautiful. No 
prettier copper ore has been seen in this 
country. It, along with the galena in 
the quartz, makes a beautiful combina­
tion, and one not often seen.

Christol, however, 
was mixed up in a stabbing affair once 
with a man name Joe Goss, and the 
police believe that the dead woman was 
the cause of it. A woman who refused 
to allow her name to be used said she 
knew that Christol was known to beat 
Mary Nonnin. Whether the mystery 
surrounding the woman’s death will 
ever be fully cleared up remains to be 
seen, but the chances are against it.”
