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A LAW

Regulating and Estab­
lishing Public Markets

to the provisions of this section, to be paid 
by the person selling, or offering, or exposing 
the same for sale, or the owner, occupier or 
person having charge of the vessel, boat, cart, 
wagon, eled, or vehicle or conveyance where­
in or whereon the same may have been sold, 
offered or exposed for sale, or by the person 
under whose directions or for whose benefit 
the same may have been sold, or offered, or 
exposed for sale.

13. All persons carrying articles for sale 
into the said Country Markets, shall forthwith 
report themselves to the Clerk of the Market 
or his Deputy, and shall declare the quan­
tity of each article, which they may bring 
into the said Market, and it shall be the duty 
of the Clerk of the Market or his Deputy to 
assign and point out stands for the persons so 
reporting themselves, and any person bring­
ing any article for sale into either of the said 
Country Markets shall pay to the Clerk of 
Market or his Deputy the rates and sums fol­
lowing, that is to say:—

PART 1.

And any person guilty of any imposition 
in the putting up or packing of any butter 
by mixing good butter with bad, or in any 
other manner, shall forfeit and pay the sum 
of three dollars.

19. Every Clerk of the Market and Deputy 
Clerk of the Market before enteridg upon the 
duties of his office, shall be sworn before the 
Mayor to the faithful discharge of his duty, 
and it shall be the duty of the Clerk of the 
Phœnix Square Market, or his Deputy, to 
attend the said Market every Market day 
during Market hours, and he shall see that 
all the regulations and provisions of this Law 
are duly observed, and if any offence or of­
fences are committed against any of the 
regulations or provisions thereof, he shall 
forthwith give information and make oom- 
plaint of the same to the Police Magistrate, 
in order that the offender or offenders may 
be prosecuted, and it such Clerk of the Mar­
ket or Deputy Clerk of the Market shall ne­
glect or refuse to perform any of the duties 
required of him by this Law, he shall for 
every neglect or refusal forfeit and pay the 
sum of twenty dollars.

20. In case any dispute shall arise between 
the buyer and seller of any article respecting 
the weight thereof, such dispute shall be de­
cided by the Clerk of the Market or his 
Deputy, who shall, when required, superin­
tend the weighing of such article.

21. No person shall use or smoke any 
cigar or pipe in the Country Market under 
the penalty of one dollar for each and every 
offence.

22. Hay or Straw brought into the city 
for sale, and weighed at the public scales, 
shall not be weighed until the same has been 
sold, and the name of the seller and purchaser 
shall by the weigher be there entered in a 
book, to be by him kept for that purpose, and 
a bill of the weight shall be given to the sel­
ler on payment of the fees, and the weigher 
to ascertain the tare of each load of bay or 
straw so weighed by him, shall in each and 
every case weigh the sled or other vehicle 
on which the said hay or straw may be 
brought to the scale; and the said weigher 
shall be particular in noticing that the bind­
ing pole, chains or ropes which were on the 
hay or straw at the time of weighing shall 
be weighed with the sled or other vehicle 
aforesaid.

23. Hay brought to Market in wet or 
snowy weather, shall be liable to such deduc­
tions from its weight as in the opinion of the 
person weighing the same will be just and 
equitable, and it shall be the duty of the 
weigher to deduct the same from the weight 
of the said hay before giving a bill of the 
same to the seller.

24. All hay brought to this city and offer­
ed for sale, unless the same shall have been 
weighed at the public weigh scales, and the 
fees paid thereon, shall be subject to a toll of 
25 cents from each load, and any person sel­
ling, offering or exposing bay for sale within 
the said city, without having the same 
weighed at the public weigh scales or paying 
the tolls thereon, shall be liable to a penalty 
not exceeding $1.00 with costs.

25. No person shall store any merchandize, 
article, thing, or goods of any description, or 
any furniture in the lower flat of the County 
Court House, being the Queens Ward Mar­
ket, for a longer space or period than twenty- 
four hours at any one time, without special 
permission from the Clerk of the said Market 
appointed by the City Council, under a pen­
alty of not less than two dollars, and not ex­
ceeding twenty dollars, for each day or part 
of a day over the said twenty-four hours that 
such article, merchandize, thing, or goods, or 
furniture shall be so stored or remain in said 
lower flat.

20. All Laws heretofore passed regulating 
or relating to Public Markets in the City of 
Fredericton, be and the same ere hereby re­
pealed.

SHIPMENT TO ENCL
Vegetine, Fertilizers Not All-Sufficient.

The New England Farmer says:—
“Seldom have we ever seen more 

marked evidence of the troth of a 
statement we once beard made by 
Prof. Stockbridge, when relating his 
experience in attempting to grow two 
hundred bushels of corn on one acre 
of land, than we have seen this sea- 
eon. The Professor prepared the 
land as well as he knew how, applied 
a sufficient amount of fertilizer to 
grow the two hundred bushels, plant­
ed plenty of seed and took good care 
of the crop while growing, but when 
it was harvested it fell far short of 
the mark aimed for. The lesson 
learned was that, although man may 
furnish sufficient seed and fertilizer to 
grow two hundred bushels of corn to 
the sere he must have God to furnish 
the sunshine, and it is still a question 
whether even. Omnipotence can pour 
down enough sunshine upon a single 
acre to produce such a yield.

The best fields of potatoes we have 
seen this year, were planted upon 
stable manure, put in the hill, and 
with seed uncut. The whole seed 
gave the sprouts a good start, and 
the manure, which will heat a little, 
even in cold weather, has yielded an 
amount of warmth to the roots that 
has told remarkably during the month 
of sunless sky.

Commercial fertilizers, although 
containing all the plant food needed 
by the crep, do not give out the 
amount of beat that the same number 
of pounds of nitrogen would give in 
the form of stable manure, nor do 
they render the ground quite no light 
and open to the action of the atmos­
phere. It is too early yet to bear 
many reports from experiments, but 
we predict that many farmers who 
use fertilizers this season for the first 
time, as well as others who have used 
them heretofore, will have their faith 
somewhat shaken concerning their 
value. The very heavy rains, too, 
have not been specially favorable, as 
the more readily soluble portions may 
in many cases have been carried down 
or washed away from the immediate 
reach of the roots. Surely the prac­
tice of agriculture is a never ending 
series of experiments, and every farm 
is an experiment station, and so long 
as man is unable to control the sea­
sons and the weather, must not this 
state and condition of things continue 
to exist? Where is the call for lot­
tery schemes and games of chance to 
afford excitement to the human mind, 
when our whole life struggle with the 
forces of nature is so much like one 
never-ending game of chance? The 
troth is, however, that the so-called 
games of chance are most usually 
games of skill. There are tricks to 
be learned, and it is learning these 
tricks which affords so much, interest 
to one who is contending against the 
apparent obstacles in nature. Putting 
up a lighting rod on a building, or 
spreading a square of cotton cloth 
over a cock of hay-is playing a trick 
against the power of the elements; so 
abuilding a green-house where tropi­
cal plants esn grow to perfection in 
midwinter; and who shall set the 
bound beyond which man shall not go 
in this direction of overcoming and 
controlling the blind forces of nature 
through skill and intelligence gained 
by experiment and experience?

If farming is very backward, if it is 
still conducted in the rudest style in 
many localities of the Province, still, 
there is little doubt, that, agriculture 
on the whole, is advancing. The 
fatal error—the chief cause of this 
backwardness—the forever taking 
from the soil and putting nothing 
back, is too often committed. What­
ever natural fertility the soil possess­
ed has been drained from it, and as 
a certain sign of exhaustion, the 
weeds abound ; timothy and redtop 
refuse to grow, and in their place is 
seen grass of the most inferior des- 
cription—short, sapless, and tasteless, 
affording but dry mouthfuls to the 
poor cattle. To see the yellow and 
white above the green in fields, still 
stumpy and stony, of some fanners— 
whose house and barns, of which the 
original whitewash has totally dis­
appeared before the blackening in­
fluence of the years’ variable weath­
er, do not show evidence of prosper­
ity—is a sight that awakens some 
sympathy for the poor former. But 
it is altogether too bad, that, there 
can be seen in the vicinity, say, of 
the City of Fredericton, and not far 
from Government House, fine, broad, 
level, clear fields, almost reduced to 
a state of sterility, from neglect of 
the first principle of agriculture, 
that fertilizing ingredients must be 
returned to the soil from which ex­
hausting crops are taken, for if they 
are not returned the result will be, 
that, the soil will be struck with 
sterility.

It is a bad example to set before 
farmers, to allow what may be called 
" the province fields " to become mis­
erably poor for want of manuring 
and proper culture. These fields 
might be turned into a Model Farm, 
in a small way, and be cultivated in 
a manner so as to make them yield 
crops which would show farmers 
from different parts of the Province 
who might visit the capital what 
“our soil" is capable of producing.

But notwithstanding the back­
wardness of farming in many locali­
ties, there is reason to think that the 
spirit of agricultural improvement is 
abroad, If the number of poor far­
mers is large, we still think it is 
diminishing, and will continue to 
diminish.

The increasing circulation of 
papers throughout the country dis­
tricts which give more or less mat­
ter interesting to farmers, besides 
brightening up their minds by the 
political discussions they carry on, 
and the general intelligence they 
convey, helps to that end. The in­
creasing favor with which a journal 
like our own, devoted to agriculture, 
is being received is another hopeful 
sign. Farmers who have gone on in 
a hopeless routine, whether they live 
in the vicinity of our cities, towns, 
and villages, or in the more distant 
settlements, who take the papers re­
gularly, and see how things are 
going, are almost necessarily stim­
ulated to move a little with the 
world. Then the numerous local 
agricultural societies will be con­
strained, we fancy, (under pressure 
from the Board of Agriculture) to do 
something more than they have been 
doing to improve the stock of their 
districts, and to import the best seeds; 
to enlarge the number of their mem­
bers, to hold meetings in the winter 
months for the discussion of all agri­
cultural topics, by which a desire 
for improvement and a spirit of 
generous rivalry may be created.

BE it enacted by the Mayor, 
Aldermen and Commonalty of the 
City of Fredericton as follows; 4

1. Every day in the year, Sundays, Christ- 
mas Day, Domminion Day, and Good Friday 
excepted, shall be and is hereby appointed to 
be a Public Market Day witbin the City of 
Fredericton, end the following places and 
none other shall be taken and considered to 
be and are hereby declared to be Public 
Markets of the said City, namely:—

Such parts of the lower flat of the County 
Court House in Queens Ward, as shall be 
appropriated for the purpose of a Market by 
the City Council, to be called the Queen's 
Ward Market.

Phœnix Square in St. Ann's Ward, and 
such parte of the cellar of the new City Hall 
building therein, as is not used for Butchers’ 
Stalls, be, and the same is hereby set apart 
for the purpose of a Country Market, to be 
called Phœnix Square Market.

2. Such parts of the Phœnix Square Market 
House as are or may hereafter he fitted up 
with stalls, shall be taken and considered to 
be and shall be the Butchers’ Market.

3. For the purpose of a Country Market, 
Phœnix Square shall be considered to extend 
to low water market, and to the gutter be­
tween the City Hall and the road on Queen 
Street, to the Normal School Fence on the 
South East side, and outer edge of the plat­
form on North West side.

4. The several stalls in City Hall Base- 
ment, so being the Butchers’ Market, shall1 
be offered for lease by Public Auction yearly, 
by order of the City Council, under the di­
rection of a Committee of the City Council, 
to be called the Market Committee, at such 
upaet price or prices as may from time to 
time be determined by the City Council, and 
in case any of the said stalls shall not be 
leased at the time first appointed, or shall 
during the year from any cause become va­
cant and unoccupied, the same may from 
time to time, as may be necessary, be leased 
by and under the direction of the said Market 
Committee.

6. The said Marketa shall be kept open 
from sunrise till sunset on every market day, 
and on Saturday’s, Christmas Eve, and New 
Years Eve the said market shall not be kept 
open later than 11 o’clock at night.

6. No person shall exercise the trade or 
calling of a Butcher in this City, unless he 
be a ratepayer of the said City, or duly li­
censed to carry on business within the said 
City, and unless he shall receive a license as 
a Butcher from the City Council, under the 
penalty of twenty dollars for each and ev-ry 
offence ; and no Butcher’s License shall be 
for a longer period than one year, and shall 
expire on the first day of May next succeed­
ing the date of the License, provided that it 
shall be lawful for the City Council at any 
time to revoke and amend the license of any 
Butcher for improper conduct or any breach 
of this law or any law that may hereafter be 
passed for the government of the Butchers 
of the said City, or for the breach of any 
Market Law or regulation.

7. Any Butcher desiring to procure License 
as provided in the foregoing section shall pay 
the sum of five dollars to the City Treasurer 
to form part of the revenues of the City, and 
the City Clerk on receiving from any such 
Butcher a receipt signed by the City Treas- 
Treasurer for said sum, shall forthwith issue 
a license as heretofore provided.

8. Any duly licensed Butcher wishing to 
carry on his business, trade or occupation as 
such in any other house, shop or place within 
the City other than the Butchers’ stalls in 
the Phoenix Square Market, may be licensed 
therefor by the City Clerk on the recommen­
dation of tbn Market Committee. The house, 
shop, or place in such case shall be designated 
on the License of such Butcher, and every 
such permission and License shall expire on 
the first day of May next after the granting 
thereof.

9. License may be issued by the City 
Clerk annually to such and so many persons, 
as may be recommended by the Market Com­
mittee for the lime being, to sell partridges, 
wild fowl, fresh meat, and poultry within 
the said City, such recommendation to desig-

griculture.15. No dead Turkeys shall be brought to 
market and offered or exposed for sale with­
in the said City by any person, the necks and 
legs to the first joint of which are not tut off, 
and the entrails and crops therein taken out, 
under the penalty of fifty cents for every of­
fence.

10. No person shall sell, offer or expose 
for sale in the said City, any unwholesome 
or stale articles of provisions, any blown, 
raised or mussed meat, or measly pork, or 
boar meat, or any flesh of any animal killed 
by accident, or which may have died of 
disease, under the penalty of twenty dol­
lars for each and every offence, and the 
forfeiture of the article ; and the Clerk of 
the Market, or his Deputy, on complaint 
being made to him, or on his own suspicion 
of any offence being committed against 
this section, shall examine any article sus­
pected, and if he thinks fit may exhibit to 
a Butcher for his opinion thereof, and if it 
shall appear that any offence has been com­
mitted, the said Clerk of the Market or his 
Deputy may detain such article, and shall 
forthwith cause such offender to be prosecut­
ed for the penalty herein imposed, aud such 
article, after conviction of the offender, shall 
be destroyed by the Clerk of the Market or 
his Deputy.

17. All Butter brought to market in the 
said City shall be sold by weight, and if in 
rolls, each roll shall contain one or more 
pounds weight, and if packed in firkins, pails, 
tubs, crocks or casks of any description, the 
gross weight and the tare of each firkin, pail, 
tub, crock or cask containing the butter shall 
be distinctly and visibly marked thereon be­
fore the same shall be offered for sale, under 
the penalty of fifty cents for every firkin, 
pail, tub, crock or cask so offered for sale, 
and if any roll butter offered for sale in the 
said City shall be found deficient in the 
weight at which it is offered for sale, or if 
the gross weight of any firkin, pail, tub, 
crock or cask, shall be found to be less or the 
tare thereof to be greater than is marked 
thereon, in either such case the person sell­
ing or offering the same for sale shall forfeit 
and pay for each and everv roll so deficient 
the sum of fifty cents, and for every firkin 
pail, tub, crock or cask so wrongfully marked 
the sum of fifty cents.

18. It shall and may be lawful for any 
person desirous of purchasing packed butter 
in firkins, pails, tubs, crocks or casks offered 
for sale in the said City, to require that the 
same be inspected by the Clerk of the Market 
or his Deputy, who is required, on application 
being made to him for that purpose, to in­
spect the same by boring or otherwise, and 
te ascertain whether the same be correctly 
marked, or if any fraud or imposition has 
been practised in putting up the same, either 
by putting up an immoderate quantity of salt 
with the said butter, or intermixing bad 
butter with good, and such Clerk of the 
Market or Deputy Clerk of the Market, shall 
and may demand and receive for every firkin 
pail, tub, crock or cask so inspected by him 
the sum of ten cents, the same to be paid by 
the person applying to have the same inspect­
ed, and such person if he shall purchase the 
same shall and may demand and receive 
from the person selling or offering the said 
butter for sale, one half said sum so paid by 
him for inspecting as aforesaid, and if any 
person shall sell or offer for sale any firkin 
pail, tcb, crock or cask of butter without the 
same having been first inspected by the 
Clerk of the Market ox his Deputy, as afore­
said, when required as aforesaid, such person 
shall for each and every firkin, pail, tub, 
crock or cask so sold, or offered for sale, for­
feit and pay the sum of one dollar.

BOOK Bl ERY. Milking. Smine’s Flesh Good and Cheap.

A correspondent of the Country 
Gentleman says that—

** The hog is held in contempt by 
many. They say that its meat is not 
wholesome, and therefore unfit for 
food. I am not afraid, however, to 
eat pork of my own raising, for I be­
lieve it to be as wholesome as any 
other meat, and it is much more palat­
able to me than beef. Only one kind 
of meat ranks higher than pig pork, 
in my estimation, and that is mutton. 
What gives our pot of baked beans so 
fine a flavor as a nice piece of pork? 
And with dandelion greens it is indis- 
pensable. For every day use, give 
me good, sweet pig pork, either fresh 
or salted, and you are welcome to 
most of the beef. Pork is undoubted­
ly the cheapest meat we can raise, for 
the pig eats much that would other­
wise go to waste.

** Where cows are kept, pigs should 
always be found to consume the skim­
med milk; and rather than sell corn, 
I would feed it to the pigs because 
more can be realized from it when 
marketed in this form. Pigs will 
make more meat from a given amount 
of corn than cattle will. I believe in 
marketing produce in the most con­
densed form possible, for it seems to 
me that the most profit can be got out 
of it in that condition; and it this is 
so, it will pay better to market lard 
and pork than corn in the ear. The 
hog is not appreciated by many as be 
should be, but for one I am an admirer 
of the animal while living, and of the 
dishes that can be prepared from his 
meat and fat when killed.

Milking seems a simple process, 
but, to be a good milker requires 
neatness, even temper, and strength 
of arm and hand. A bad tempered 
milker will ruin a cow for milking, 
and a milker who is not cleanly in 
his habits and person will spoil the 
milk. Milk is very easily tainted, 
both when in and out of the udder, 
and the greatest care should be taken 
to see that barns are not foul, and 
dairy utensils are clean. Land and 
Home asks a number of questions 
with regard to cleanliness in milk­
ing, all of which questions must be 
answered in the affirmative or abso­
lute cleanliness, the editor claims, 
cannot be said to have been observed. 
These questions are, as follows:—

“Has the whole udder of the cew 
been recently washed or well rubbed? 
Have her legs aed belly and flanks 
(at least the right side) been brushed 
off within a few minutes? Is all dry, 
clean and odorless under and behind 
the cow, with the surrounding air 
sweet and pure? Is the pail perfect­
ly clean, and is it empty ? Have you 
washed your hands just before com-

nate the place or shop to be occupied by the 
person so to be licensed, and to bo filed by 
the Committee with the City Treasurer, who 
may thereupon receive from any of the per­
sons named in such recommendation the sum 
of five dollars, and on filing a receipt of such 
payment with the City Clerk, he shall issue 
a License accordingly, stating, however, in 
such License the place or shop to be occupied 
by the person licensed, and such License 
shall not be assignable; every such License 
shall be held at the pleasure of the City 
Council, and the shop or place for which 
such License may be granted, shall be fitted 
up to the satisfaction of the Market Com­
mittee, and be open at all times to the in­
spection of the Chairman of the said Com­
mittee or such person as he may from time 
to time appoint, and all regulations made by 
the City Council shall be obeyed on pain of 
forfeiture of License.

10. No person oilier than a licensed 
Butcher, or person licensed under the ninth 
section of this Law, shall cut, offer, or ex­
pose for sale in the said markets, or elsewhere 
within the said city any beef, mutton, veal, 
pork, lamb, or other fresh meat by the joint 
or in pieces less than a quarter, under a 
penalty of ten dollars for each and every 
offence; and no licensed Butcher shall so 
cut, offer, or expose for sale in any other 
place than at the stall leased by him in one 
of the Butchers’ markets, or the house, shop, 
or place fur which he may be specially 
licensed under the penalty of twenty dollars 
for each offence ; and no person licensed 
under the ninth section of this Law shall 
so cut, offer or expose for sale in any other 
place than the place for which such license 
shall be granted, under the penalty of twenty 
dollars for every offence.

11. No licensed Butcher or person to whom 
a license shall be granted under the ninth 
section of this law, and no merchant shop- 
keeper, huckster, green-grocer or market 
dealer cither by himself, bis servant or agent 
shall contract, bargain for or purchase with­
in the said City with intent to sell any fresh 
beef, mutton, veal, pork, lamb, poultry, or 
fresh meat of any description or an vege­
tables, eggs, butter or other provisions or 
articles usually sold in the Public Market in 
the City until after ten of the clock in the 
forenoon on a Market day, under the penalty 
of one dollar for each and every offence, and 
upon conviction of a second offence under 
this section, the party so offending shall, if 
holding a License under the sixth or ninth 
sections of this Law, in addition to such 
penalty forfeit and be deprived of his Li- 
cense,

12. None of the articles mentioned in the 
first part (Part I) of the next section (sec 13) 
of this Law shall be sold or offered or expos­
ed for sale by any person whomsoever in any 
of the public streets or highways, or in any 
hotel yard or any other yard or place (except 
in the public markets,) or at any of the Pub­
lic Wharves or Landings in the City, either 
by offering the same from door to door, or 
from shop to shop, or otherwise under the 
penalty of one dollar for each and every ar­
ticle sold, offered or exposed for sale contrary

But if the surroundings and the cows 
are kept neat and clean as they can 
and should be, milking would be no 
longer regarded as an uncleanly oper­
ation.” 1
