The natives are escaping “from Cairo to
avoid signing the petition for a reinstate-
ment of the late ministry, the withdrawal
of fthe ultimatum, the departure of the
squadron, the recall of consul-generals, and
the deposition of the khedive, No time
must be lost to employ measures to save
the life of the khedive,

Arabi is employing every means to win
over the Bedouins,

The khedive drove out without an armed
guard to day aod afterwards held 4 recep-
tion. Arabi kissed the khedive’s hand and
