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Gladsteme 1n Seotland.

Mr. Gladstone's well founded reliance
upon Scottish enthusisem shows that he Is
not Angliclsed in blood though he may be
we manner, *‘Iam half Scotch by blood
and all Scotch by rearing,” said Byron;
and although the lordly poet satirized
both the Scotch and the Eaglish, and
diverted his more generous feelings to the
Irish, the Italians and the Greeks, because
he thought these peoples stood in need 'of
somebody's generosity, he never forgot the
high hills and deep tarns of his childhood.
Mr. Gladstone possessea the poetio teme
perament — source of his power and
author of his  weakness. Whea
he contemplates s supreme campaign effort
he repairs to Scotland and finds there his
native element, Iike the fabled demigod,
who could dwell apart in spaoce for a time,
but who was ever and anon copstrained to
renew his strength by retouching his
mother earth.

Bt was from Scottish heights that Glad-
stone hurled’ the bolts which smote

- Beaconsfield in his highest flight, and it is
from the same vantage ground that he
now aims his oratorical missiles at Salis-
bury. He finds much to encourage and
inspirehim inthe ‘‘north countrie,” Thema-
jority of thie Scottish people are liberals in
politics, though in many other things more
illiberal than: the admirers of their sterling
qualities of héad and heart could wish
them. There are conservatives, too, in
Sootland, just as there are Scotch conserv-
atives in Canada, and though greatly out~
pumbered in the old land they are| never
disheartened or dismayed, The oftemer &
Bootch conservative is defested the more
conservative he becomes, They are gen-
erally adherents of the Old Kirk, and it is
with them that Mr, Gladstone has to
reckon as he makes his triumphal progress
through the land o'enkes.

That he feels shis to be the fact Is evi-
denced by the way he hedged upen the
charch question in his Edinbfifgh speech.
A motable feature of that speech is the
space devoted to the denial of oampaign
lies againet himwelf which he could have
afforded to ighote, becanse nobady belleved
or paid the slightest attention to them.
He had an object. in emphasizing his per-
sonal grievance, as though he were a
weakling struggling for fair play, and not
the giant shmt be is, demanding supremacy.
Commencing his career a8 & tory and &
high churchman of the highest type, the
Demosthenes of his time became a liberal,
There is no reproach imvolved in thie.
Every mau is at liberty to change his
opimiens except the man who has no opine
ions to change. Mf. Gladstone s not that
kind of » man, Haeving ochanged his
opinions he did as all converts do, and be-
came more liberal than the liberals, While
in this mood he committed himeelf to the
principle that churcheés ought to be sup-
ported on the voluntery plan. Later on
he put this principle into practice by dis-
establishing the Irish church, pleading
shat the Clerkenwell explosion had brought
the Irish church guestion within the pur-

_ view of practical politics, Not a very
happy explanation, as it implies that the
blowing up of a few buildings in England
and Scotland would compel thedisestablish-
ment of the kirk and of the church as by law
established. But at Edimburgh he failed
to say that he proposed to blow up the
established churches of Great Britain, He
was ambiguons—even disingennons, He
weakened perceptibly, Though the old
Irish conservatives are im & minority be
had to reckon with them, and he had to
reckon also with the established chureh of;
England, the icfluence of which he is not
prepared to defy. In this sense, and upon
this question, Mr, Gladatone falls far below
himself,

Tariff Agitation in, the United States,

There is every prospect that the tariff
guestion will be the subjeot of lively debate
in congress next session, now very near;at
bhand, The free trade demgorats will of
course be the attacking party, and they
will have a considerable backing from the
free trade republican press of New York,
including the Times and the Evening Post,
both papers of some Influence througlont
the country, This will put protectionist
journals and protectionist orators en their
defence, and the fight promises to be a hot
one next year. Heary Watterson, the re-
nowned free trade editor of the Lonisville
Courier-Journal,will be among the foremost
in thefray, He begins with the publica-
tion of letters from 160 members of con-
gress, 59 democrats and 91 republicans.
These letters are in response to the ques-
tion, “To what extent in your opinfon
wounld a revision of the tariff and internal
revenue laws be desirable at the next
sesefon?” In the democratic response 53
favor tariff agitation, 8 oppose and 3 are
noo-committal, Of the 91 republican
members who responded, 75 oppose tariff
legislation, 4 favor it and 12 are non-
committal. More important still, a great
codvention of free traders and revenue
reformers is new sitting at Chicago, doubt
less for the purpose of agreeing upon some
definite plan of attack on the existing
tariff.

It is farther stated that Morrison and
Carlisle, prominent free trade democrata in
corgress, are laying plans to head off their
democratic colleague Randall, of Pennsyl-
wania, who is a pr d protectiomist

less Ruesians continue to smoke to this
day. The Wisconsin Peters have not the
power to out off anybody’s nose, which is
a fortunate ciroumatanoe for the Wisconsin
smokers,

ing the .number of scholarships to be
awarded at junior matriculation,

You would greasly oblige me, sir, and I
think I may speak in this for the majority
of high school masters, if not for all, if
you could report the arguments by which
the learned mover and seconder of that
resolution convinced the other learned sen-
ators present that such & oourse was
s desirable one, The wisdom of 1t s
beyond ordinary ken; to discover it
baffles one's penetration; for the action
seems not in keeping with common sense,

Here is a body knocking vigorously with
one hand at the doots of the provincial
legislature, le-dlng poyefty, and asking
for more public funds to'be granted to it,
and throwing away with the other, funds
that it already has, I say*‘throwing awa g
for most high school masters are 0 orln on
that if the time ever existed when it wus
expedient to indnce_youths to take & uni
versity course by dangling money prizes
before their view, that time has long since
passed; and the truth of thelr position is
attested by the large mumbers annnally

resenting themselves for matriculation,
Yf then to have given away $700 a year in
junior matriculation scholarships, se the
gsenate has been dolng for a mumber of
years, was an act of v.,{ questionable wis.
dom, to go on now and increase it by $300
a year, when the revenue is inadequate to
meet more pressing wants, seems an act of
downright folly.

Who has asked for these additional
scho'arships? The high school masters’
section of the Ontario Teachers’ association
has not; for as far as an opinion of that

body has been expressed it is adverse to b

the principle; and surely those masters
know, better than the senats does, the
needs of high school pupile, whom the
scholarships are designed to affect, What
is wanted Is not more scholarships, but
more teaching. leit not & fact that the
staff of University college is wretchedly
inadequate in point of numbers to the
work which ought to be done by it ? Isit
not a fact that alumni of the university,
becaunse they can’t get within her walls the
teaching they need, go to Johu Hopkins
and other forelgn universities for post-
raduate courses? And yet in spite of
these facts the senate, unasked and against
the wishes of the high school representa-
tives, decided to increase the amount given
away In scholarships . of ° doubtful
utility; and voted down so comimon sense
an amendment as that moved by Mr.
Houston and seconded by Mr. Embree,
These gentlemes (the former at the time a
high school master, snd now an exteemed
member of the high school section, the
latter at present a high school master and
the representative of that body in the
senate) urged the following arpendment :
That no appropriation be made for such
soholarships antil the additions declared

by the senate to be necessary for the pur- |
