D'ALTON M'CARTHY ON THE “IRRE-
PRESSIBLE 'CONFLICT.”

The Ex-President of the Outario Comserva.
tive Uniom Addresses an FEqual R.ghts
M atthe € 1—The Solution ef
the Dominlon's Political Difeulties
Rests With the English'speaking People.

OTTAWA, Dec. 12,—Mr, D’Alton McCarthy,
Q:C.,M.P., addressed a large audience under
the auspices of the Equal Rights Association
in the Grand Opera House to-night. He an-
nounced that he had resigned the presidency
of the Ontario Conmservative Union eight
months ago apd declared that the solution
of the political difficulties which beset
the Dominion rests with the English-speaking
people. He dealt with his subject
in & very exhaustive manner, beginning with
a description of the condition of affairs at the
capitulation of Montcalm, when the 683,000
French-Canadians in the provinee of Quebec
were guaranteed full freedom of their reli-
gion. The treaty, he declared, did not make

any reference to the language or peculiar laws
of the French.
The polity of the Catholic Church came in
for a severe handling. The French-Canadians,
backed by the hierarchy, have, hesaid,in effect
been encroaching ever since. While claiming
absolute freedom of religion to all, he would
deny to any sect the power to_intrude itself
on thesi}l) t of civil power. On this point
alone, the Equal Rights supporters differed
from Catholics, whom heregretfully observed,
were ranging themselves on the opposite side
for the inevitable stiuggle. Once and forall,
it must be understood that the present diffi-
culties would never be settled by annexation.
He characterized all past legislation affect~
ing the two races as blunders of the most
pernicious character; the Quebec Act, for in-
stance, guaranteed to the French not only
their own laws and peculiar institutions, but
erected the Catholi¢ church in the province
to the dignity of a quasistate church, enabl-
ing the latter to exact, tithes &gy
force of law. This legislation was a
p{:text for the hierarchy to get rid of
the English Protestants of Lower Canada.
