Thomas Olny Committed to Jell 
Charge of Killing His Wife Eliza­

beth by Coroner Pickering.
The adjourned Inquest on the , body 

of Mrs. Olny, who died under suspicious 
circumstances, was held last night 
at Melbourne’s Hotel, on Queen-street east, 
by Coroner Pickering. The enquiry lasted 
for over six hours and resulted in the jury 
tendering a verdict, of wilful murder against 
Thomas Only, husband of the dead woman.

London, March 18.—The Government was -- 
defeated in the House of Commons this even­
ing on the motion of Mr. Buchanan (LibJ 
complaining of encroachments upon the pub­
lic right of way In Scotland and asking tuat 
the laws be reformed and that the matter be 
entrusted to the county councils.

Mr. Chamberlain, a number of ministers 
and a few Scotch Conservatives supported 
the motion which, was adopted, 110 to 97. 
The Government has summoned to London 
Mr. Balfour, the chief secretary for Ireland.

Lord Randolph Chiwebill in a bantering 
reply to the Paddington Conservative Coun­
cil twits them with prudently refraining from 
expressing an opinion as to the rectitude of 
his action. He predicts that in future the 
Tories will designate the Parnell Commission 
with an adjective more common than polite. 
He declines to accept the council’s resolution 
as the opinion of the electors.

Bismarck’s Resignation Accepted. 
Berlin, March 18.—Prince Bismarck’s 

resignation of the Chancellorship was ac­
cepted by the Emperor at noon to-day. All 
the members of the Prussian Ministry resigned 
at the same time Prince Bismarck tendered 
bis resignation. It is stated in well-informed 
circles that the present difference between 
the Emperor and Prince Bismarck is irre­
concilable. It has arisen from the Chancel­
lor's refusal to accede to a request 
made by Dr. WindtKbrst, leader of 
the clerical party, to restore to the Duke of 
Cumberland, the claimant of-the throne of 
Hanover, the larger portion of the Guelph 
funds. The report is repeated that the Em­
peror proposes to appoint General von Cap­
ri vi, who is now commander of the Tenth 
Army Corps, to the Chancellorship.

When the public worship estimates came 
up for discussion in the Lower House of the 
Prussian Diet to-day, Dr. Windthorst said • 
it had been his intention to review the 
position of Catholics in Prussia, but he would 
desist owing to the uncertainty of the politi­
cal situation.

The Tagblatt attributes Prince Bismarck’s 
resignation entirely to the social legislation 
question. The Bourse was only slightly af­
fected by the Chancellor’s resignation.

The attitude of the Emperor in opposing 
Prince Bismarck is taken e* an indication of 
his desire to conciliate the Clerical party. If 
the Government is to Secure a working 
majority in the new Reichstag it cannot wèll 
get on without the muty of the Centre which 
Dr. Windthorst controls.

The Attorney-General’s BUI Be Appeals 
Against Magistrate Denison Receives 
Its Third Reading—The Mining Law 
Bill Amendment—The Government’s 
Timber Policy Severely Attacked.

In the Legislature yesterday afternoon the 
second division of the session occurred on the 
motion of the Attorney-General for the third 
reading of his bill to provide that appellants 
shall in certain cases be required to provide 
security for costs when appealing against 
decisions of magistrates. Mr. Wood (Hast­
ings) had moved an amendment affirming 
that the law ae it stands is sufficient—practi­
cally a negative. The third reading passed,
51 to 29. There was also a division at the 
evening session, both divisions being on 
straight party lines.

The House went into committee on the 
mining law to make a few amendments re­
lating to the age at which children shall be 
employed, and this was extended one year.
Mr. Meredith suggested that the recognition 
of women ae mining employes should not be 
made. The act is mainly copied from the 
English measure, and suggests a condition of 
affairs which does not exist in Canada. A 
humorous suggestion from the back benches 
that the whole woman question be referred 
to the champion of female suffrage (Mr. 
Waters) ended the matter with a laugh.

Another laugh was created later on, when 
Mr. Mowat asserted that his government 
never forgets anything.

"And never learns—a regular Bourbon," 
interjected Mr. Meredith.

The act respecting architects, considered in 
committee, caused considerable desultory 
debate, the main effect of which was that 
the term architects shall be required to serve 
as apprentice was, on the suggestion of Mr. 
Meredith, made four years instead of five as 
provided in the bill, the present term being 
three. Incidentally there was alittie scene 
between Mr. Hardy and Mr. G. W. Ross, but 
as both sat in their seats and talked across 
the aisle It was not easy to hear what they 
said, but the pantomime conveyed the idea 
that Mr. Hardy “sat on” his colleague. This 
act excited almost as much opposition on the 
Government as on the Opposition side, one 
Government supporter (Mr. Ray side) frankly 
denouncing it ai simply “a new combine.

In moving the second reading of the bill 
respecting contracts of insurances the Pro­
vincial Secretary referred to the necessity, 
while not interfering with the operations of 
benevolent societies, of dealing with 
fraudulent insurance companies incorporated 
under the Benevolent Societies Act.

Mr. Meredith said he well understood what 
had brought the matter to the notice of the 
Government. It was the operations of the Lion 
Provident Life & Live Stock Association. 
That, of course, was a proper subject for 
interference, but he did not wish to see such 
societies as the Foresters, for instance, inter­
fered wittu . He also took exception to the 
summary method of dealing with supposedly 
fraudulent societies, and proposed in lieu 
that the closing of such should be left to the 
courts on the motion of the Attorney-

Several speeches were made on the subject 
of the imprisonment of persons of tender 
years. Mr. Ross (Huron), moving the second 
reading of his bill relating thereto, spoke of 
the desirability of separating boys and girls 
in reformatories.

Mr. Meredith fully agreed with the 
minister as to the desirability of some action 
in the direction indicated, and incidentally re­
ferred to the system which prevails tarante 
portions of Australia, where convicted per­
sona are allowedfto go with a sentence re­
corded against them to be enforced if they 
should again offend. Messrs. French and 
Wood (Hastings) having concurred in the 
desirability of the efforts being made in the 
interests of reform, the Premier spoke in 
general terms in the same strain, when the 
motion carried.

At the evening session there was another 
straight party division. The Treasurer moved 
the House into supply, whereupon Mr. Creigh­
ton moved what was virtually non-confidence, 
basing his motion on the timber policy of the 
Government. The ground he took broadly 
was that the timber lands of the province 
should be kept as far as possible under the 
control of the Government instead of t»mg 
placed under license. He gave figures show­
ing that with each recurring year the revenue 
of the province from the timber 
increased and thus the assets of Ontario were 
disposed of. Any alleged surplus was the re­
sult of this policy, though it was notorious 
that sales generally were made when the 
Government felt itself in need of funds. 
He particularly emphasised the fact that not 
a stick of timber has yet been cuton some of 
the limits sold years ago, and held by specu­
lators for a rise—a rise which would inure to 
the benefit of the province of Ontario were 
the timber lands held by it till the demand 
for timber warranted a sale.

Mr Hardy referred to the motion as the 
“annual ” one of the Emperor, and in’gran- 
diloquent terms spoke of the lumberman be­
ing the pioneer of the “ hardy settler.” He 
undertook to show that the present Govern­
ment had been really conservative in its 
timber policy,land aflirmed that the province 
still had under its control a large amount of 
timber lands. He started to give the exact 
figures but switched off to a defense of the 
Government in the way of timber-land 
sales. and came back to say that

Mr Wood (Hastings) followed the Com­
missioner of Crown Lands, taking in general 
the lines followed by the mover of the 
lution. , „ 'Mr. Meredith charged the Government 
with having now as its announced policy (the 
conservation of the forests) that which had 

pressed upon it by the Opposition years 
ago He held the figures given as to the 
present timber wealth of the province to be, 
if not false at least not proven, and if true 
the fact should be demonstrated, in order 
that the people of Ontario may know where 
they stand. Mr. Meredith gave the figures 
obtained by the Government for various limits 
which were afterwards sold by the purchasers 
at enormously enhanced prices.

Hr. Foster Announces the Budget for the 
First Available Day Next Week-The 
Triple Language BUI Defeated In the 
Senate—A Big Deputation Interviews 
Sir John Macdonald.

Ottawa, March 18.—The conflicting ap­
pointment of Queen's counsel by the Do­
minion and Provincial Governments was 
brought to the attention of the House this 
afternoon by Col. Amyot introducing the 
matter on a motion to go into supply. He 
pointed out that serious inconvenience was 
apt to arise, notably in criminal cases where 
the crown prosecutor, if a Queen’s counsel, 
bad the right to reply after the addresses 
to the jury. He read a long argument he 
had prepared to show that the Dominion had 
no right to appoint Q.Cs. except fer the 
courts under Dominion jurisdiction and that 
the power of appointing them had never 
been taken from the Legislatures; and moved 
this resolution, seconded by Hon. David 
Mills:

“That it is the exclusive right of 
the local legislatures and the executive 
of each province to appoint Queen’s counsel 
for all courts established, maintained and 
managed by such province and to settle the 
rules and rights of precedence in such courts.”

Sir John Thompson held that the point 
covered by this resolution had been decided 
in the case of Lenoir v. Ritchie, and that so 
long as that decision was not re­
versed it must be considered the 
law of the land. Parliament should 
not be asked to pronounce upon a 
decision of the courts, and especially In this 
off-hand fashion, and he hoped Mi. Amyot 
would not press his motion.

After Hon. David Mills had spoken in sup­
port of the principle of the resolution it was 
withdrawn.
