A Lively Time at the Meeting of .the
Local Woard of Health — The Inter-
minable Ice Question Still Shows No 8ign
of a Settl t Being R hed—A Tour
of the Brewerles. »

The seemingly interminable ice question
again occupied the attention of the Local
Board of Health yesterday afterncon and
again was a final deliverance upon it post-
poned.

The chairman, Ald. Graham, gave no un-
certain sound when he broached the sub-

ject. 'He was in for adopting the Medical

Health Officer’s recommendation holus-

bolus, that the cutting of ice be prohibited

entirely on Toronto and Ashbridge’s Bays,
and that ice be cut on Grenadier and
Small's Pdnds for cooling purposes only.

. Mr. W. Kelly entered s protest on be-
half of the butchers of the city against
the adoption of the report. He said they
used the ice for cooling murpoud only, and
to adopt the report would be to impose an
unjust burden on them.

Dr. Allen pointed out that the railway
companies reed to deliver ice at
Toronto from Lake Simcoe at 50c a ton, or
30c less than last year. This, on 70,000
tons, the estimated amount of ice rognind
for consumption, would mean & saving of
something like $20,000 to the peopls of
Toronto. He read letters from the owners
of the Grenadier and Small’s Ponds offering
to lay ice down on the track here at 50c &

. ton and pack it in the ice bouses for 10c a
ton more, :

Mr. Robert Davies, President of the
Dominion Brewing and tht.ini Comrny,
said that hig'ice cost him in the neighbor-
hood of 40 cents a ton, but that he was
quite willing to pay 60 cents a ton provided
the Grepadier Comp‘n{v would agree to sup-
ply him at that price for 10 years. At the
same time he did not want Small’s pond or
Gfenadier pond to have a monopoly of the
icesupply. .He said that he had while in
a railway car overheard a conversation be-
tween Mr. Chapman of the Grenadier
company and a railway man, in which they
were plotting to give bis firm a monopoly
of the ice trade.

Then he turned his invectives on Ald.
Lamb: “His old blacking factory used to

llate the Don River, and he didn’t ob-

sct to ice being cut there then, even if it
did kill a few people.” ([Sensation.]

Mr. George A. Chapman denied that he
ever had any couversation with a uil\u‘{
man re cutting ice from Grenadier Pond.
The cost of laying ice down on track To-
ronto was 25¢ a ton from Grenadier Pond
and 50¢ from Lake Simcoe, so that it would
be against the interests of his firm to un-
duly advance prices

Mr. J. W. Flavelle ot the William
Davies Packing Co. said that the senti-

_ment of the press was so strong against the
cutting  of bay ice ' that the
aldermen felt a difficulty of making a
reasonable exception where it was wise and
riﬁhr. that it should be made, namely,

3¢ bad as privy pits. He under-
stood that there were portions of the bay
from which fairly good ive could be cut ;
in fact he didn’t see mvch difference in the
quality of the ice in Grenadier and Small’s
ponds and that in certain portivns of To-
ronto Bay. He suggested that the com-
mittee visit the breweries and packing
houses before taking final action. °

Ald. Lamb, who had been silently storing
ap the vials of his wrath, quietiy rose to
his feet, and turning to Mr. Robert Davies
remarked : In the first place I want that
