In an editorial, The Telegraph . says
the gloomy vision of Londou's mueat
trade being controlled in Chicago ought
to arouse the patriotic impulse in the
breast of every meat eater in the king-
America fortunately is not he
only country from which we can obtain
a plentiful supply of meat. iChe at-
tempt to corner the market will almost
certainly end in disastrous failure.

seeking to Cerner the Trade.

In an interview with Chairman Cooper
of the cattle trade section of the London
Chamber of Commerce, he is quoted as
saying: If it was merely a question of
no abatement, there is no doubt that
the retailers would have accepted the
situation, bat it is viewed by many ‘as
marking the beginning of a series, of
other encroachments on ‘trade. The
Americans go so far as to say that not
only shall the salesman be deprived oif
the pound and a quarter allowauce in
every quirter of meat hitherto allowed

'Loncion,

‘in order to compensate for the loss by

shrinkage in ‘transit and in cutting up,

but he must not make such an allowance

to his customers. This is only the first

stép towards  obtaining control of the

market and, when it suits their fancy,

to corner, trade. :
Meat Sold Regardiess of Cost.

The reasows the Americans have ob-
tained such a kold upon the English fhar-
ket is.due to the fact that they have
sént meat to it perfectly regardless of
thei pricz at which it was sold. This was
merely fo create a demand. But in so
doing they have practically forced their
meat upon the market, and what is more,
they have forced English meat clean out
of it. There are only two sources . of
meat supply available for -the London
market, excluding, of course, the frozen
ptuff. One is America, and the other is
Reotland. England itself is not in it at
all. The American importers have their
principal centres at Liverpool and at
Deptiord, near London, where their stock
ie landed. and slaughtered. - What they
are aiming at, undoubtedlyz is to drive
everyone out of the trade, if they can
possibly. do so, in order to create a mon-
opoly. They regulate not only the whole-
sale, but the retail prices, in. America;
ati one time they fairly cornered trade in
New York. To overcome this the Legis-
Jature was compelled to introduce a bill
to the effect that all meat sold in - New
York State must be killed in it.

Britisk Husbandman Handicapped.

Referring to the cost of meat, Mr. Coo-
per said: -

The American has mot to pay uearly

“"s0 much for th¢ carringe of meay as the

Englishman. It costs less to bring a
ton of beef from New: York to London
than it does to bring the sama quantity
from: Aberdeen to, London. The native
producer is nog placed va anything likel
a fair footing, and the Awerican capital-
igks, realizing this, are making every
eifort to control the English market.
We, however, Ieel that. they ought not
to be allowed to dv so without a great
struggle. I maintain that if the trade
here stiek together they cam bring the
American importers to‘ the ald terms,
because their meat must be sold.”

HE ISN'Y OPPOSED -TO M'CARTHY. 3

ANARCHISTS CAPTURE A SPY

—

#XOITING EXPERIENCES OF A4
FRENCH DBTECTIVE IN LONDON,

He Had Wormed Himself Into the Confl-
dence of the Reds When Discovered—
Then They Bound and’ $pit' on Him
and at Plstol. Point Forced a Com’
fession. .

London, Jan. 9.—The authorities ‘are
ggeatly exercised over am Anarchist out-
rage of an entirely new character, which
has just gome' to their motice. An im-
portant official of the French police in
London on & police mission has been
seized by Anarchists, who carried him
off bodily to one of their haugts, where,
by threats, they forced him 4o Treveal
such gtate secrets as he possessed. The
developments of the afiair are expected
to involve diplomatic correspondence.

The details of the Frenehman's ex-
perience in London were learned this
evening. They are as follows:*A young
man named Eugeng came from Paris, last
August and made his home in the An-
archist quarter. He appeared to be
destitute. = The Aparchists fed him,
clothed him and found him employment.
Gradually they admitted him to their
confidence. He professed their doctrines
and, often, took part in their secret coun-
cils. By the end bf November he had
attended several Of their secret meet-
ings. Tt ‘'was then noticed that the Paris
police’ were getting an anusual amount
of information as to anarchy proceedings
iz London. Early in December the
Anarchist leaders began to suspect Eu-
gene. They were not sure, however, un-
til an important document, addressed to
Eugene by Commissary Andre, Third Bri-
gzade of the Paris Police, was delivered
by mistake to an English Anarchist.

Twenty-four hours later & [special
meeting was called. Eugene, as usual,
was invited to be present. The mo-
ment he entered the door he was seized
and bound. He was kicked, cuffed, spit
upon, and, with a revolver at his head,
and eeveral knives at his breast, was
ordered to confess within 10 minutes.

He acknowledged that he was a trust-
ed police agent known as Cottin, Cuvi-
lier and Cottanie. In sgarching of his
person a number of polica documents
were found in a secret pocket. Oneof
them wias a .letter from tha Parie Pre=
fecture ingtructing him to watck and
report in full the doings of a woman
who war about to start from Dieppe
for London. Wheu the detective had
angwered all the questions the Anar-
chists asked, his captors proposed to
kill him. Ultimagely he was kicked into
the streets with the warning that he
wcaula be killed il he did not leave-Lon-
don at once. " .

The Council of the Board of Trade Pass
Resolutions Calling the Alder-
men to Time, L

to talk over matters relating to _the
ereetion of buildinge in this city and the
present appliances for putting out fires.
Nome of thy members, we believe, haul-
ed. over-th& coals a few of the aldermen.
Tha press baing excluded, we are unable
to give the interesting facts.

The attention of the municipal coun-
eil of Toronto wwill be drawn to the
urgent need of Bt least two first-class
fire engines. The late disastrous fire has
demonstrated@ the present perilous condi-
tion of the city, and the council of the
Board lof Trade are of the opinion that
hadj the city heen provided with suitable
fire apparatus the late fire would have
been controlled and the lamentable loss
of life, perhaps, prevented.

Moved by Mr. McLaughlin, and second-
ed by Mr. Christie, That in the opinion
off this eouncil the building laws, of the
pity, as they exist, ape not suificient to
prevent the erection of buildings that are
unsafeg ‘that all plans should be approved
of by a competent engineer, as showing
sufficient strength for the purpose for
which the building is intended; that in
addition, buildings should be inspected
frequently and at regular intervals dur-
ing the process of construction, by offi-
cers of the building department qualifi-
ed, to judge of their strength and safety.
