It is from the White House, now, as al-
ways, that people can learn the American
principles and the American advantages
for the poorest boy, and the possibilities
for every man who has a helpmeet compc-
teut and wise, When the young Harrison
couple were married, years ago, they went
to house-keeping in a cottage of three
rooms, the wife, an intelligent and refined
young woman, doing her own work. It is
even said that the cottage had a mortgage
on it. Perlaps, as a contribution to the
new sort of literature which preaches that
it is an intolerable grievance to pay for the
use of money that you borrow—the - litera-
ture that makes mountains of mortgaged
farm—this side light upon the road to the
Presidency may have its uses. It is better
not to borrow, of course, but if people by
borrowing secure homes and every incen-
tive—as they have in building associations,
to pay for them steadily, the aspect of the
mortgage on a three-room cottage or a three-
acre farm is not a dispstrous one, provided
that the people who live in cottage or on
farm know what they are undertakiog.

It is pathetic and beautiful, by the side
of the White House stories which we all have
read, to recognise the true wife in Caroline
Harrison, a8 in so many others, the aug-
menter and helper of her husband’s pros-
perity. Those wives whose unpaid bills
hang like millstones around their husband’s
necks, and whose ambitions go to spending
money, rather than making it, or saviug,
as every saving wife helps to * make it;”
those wives;whose only influence over their
husbands is to drive them to speculation,
to stealing or to despair, may well pause
by Caroline Harrison’s story and take a
lesson there. It can be recorded of ber
that she did her own work and struggled
to make a joint career, which has led to
such distinction. A busy woman with her
hands always, even as & Senator’s wife in
Washington or Indianapolis, mendiog
gloves, knitting, while attending meetings
and boards of public charities, you can
survey this life as complete and self-consis-
tent in its ecenomies and generosities.

Let there be no more talk from Ameri-
cans about the inequalities of station, and
the desperate, hopéless prospect before the
young working man, the poor young man.
The stories of the Presidents from rail
splitter to school teacher give these com-
plaints the lie. The story of this Presi-
dent’s wife doing her own housework, car-
ing for her babies in a cottage of three rooms,
is one of the wonderful true stories of our
American women in high places. It is
consistent with every-day life, and with
opportunities that are made by self-reliant
men and women. Gloomy prophets to the
contrary, it is a true and wholesome pic-
ture of American life where the lowcst
place may open out to the highest.
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The Best Material for Churns.

Wooden churns, says a correspondent of
The Country Gentleman, have always been
used in making the best of butter, and
there is no known material to take the
place of wood for churns, prints, tables,
&c., for handling butter; and when proper-
ly cleaned and cared for, it will last almost
indefinitely.

It is a mistake to think that a churn
needs to be set out in the sun to dry, shrink
and warp until time to use it again. There
are thousands of large churns in use, per-
manently fixed in position, where they
swing in the same dark and partially uo-
derground rooms of creameries where sun-
shine is an entire stranger, and yet an in-
spector will find them clear of mold, per-
fectly sweet and clean.

Why will not metal do for churns? Me-
tals are practically non-porous substances;
you cannet water-soak them, and the small
quantity of water that adheres to the sur-
face will accumulate in drops, leaving most
of the surface dry or will rub off and be
displaced with butter. Butter will not
mix with water. Every particle of wood
in a churn can be currounded with a film
of water so completely as to prevent any
butter adbering to it. It is a very easy
matter to smear a dry board with water,
but if the board be water-soaked it will
require some rubbing sufficient to drive the
particles of water out of the pores of the
wood and displace them with butter.

Look into a large charn when the butter
is out and you will very likely find a little
butter sticking to the bolt heals—if there
are any on the inside.

Wood is the best material for churns; it
need not mildew if properly cleaned and
used twice a week: aud no cream should e
kept longer.

Perhaps small churns without joints
could be made of wood pulp without sizing
or varnish on the inside.

A correspondent asked the Halifax Mail
to publish the following, which he says he
