Accidents on the Farm.

While it is as desirable to employ a veter-
inary surgeon in cases of severe sickness or
dangerons injuries as it is to employ the fam-
ily pbysician at times, it is well to know
what to do in what hospitals calls ‘“emer-
gency cases,” when something must be
done in Jess time than it would take togeta
regular doctor to the spot.

One of these cases is that of choking,
which frequently bappens when roots are
fed without having been cut. If the obstruc-
tion is not large enough and has passed well
down, it is often possible to move it
farther along by gently pushing down with
a stick. A whip handle rounded a little at
the end is a good instrument for this pur-
pose. One person should hold the animal’s
head so0 as (o bring the mouth and throat in
a straight line, and another should use the
obstruction from the outside, rubbing it
downward. Pash firmly, but gently on the
stick.

Another method is to put a stick about as

rist across the animal’s mouth
like a bridle bit, and tie it fast so as to
oblige it to keep the mouth open. This
will sometimes cause coughing so that the
obstruction will be thrown up, or will facili-
tate breathing until mucous enough has
gathered around it so that it will pass down-
ward. If the obstruction is not far down,
the animal’s mouth may be kept open by a
horse shoe, or by blocks between the jaws,
and one with a small hand can reach down
and withdraw it. Unless something is done
soon the animal must choke to death, and
time is of more importance than skill.

Cats that cause profuse bleeding are an-
other sort of cases that need attention before
asurgeon can besecured. If the blood comes
in jets at about the interval of a heart beat,
it is from an artery, and a tight bandage be-
tween the wound and body should be ap-
plied, then a stout stick placed below and
twisted until the blood flows but slowly. If
the one who puts it on knows enough of the
course of the arteries to bring the knot dir-
eotly over it, it will hasten matters, and this
should be part of the education of & farmer.

If the blood flows in a continuous stream
put & wide bandage directly over the wound
to keep the edges together, drawing it tight-
ly as can be done with the hands. A hand-
ful of cotton, or even of green grass, under
the bandage will assist, or one may hold the
edges of the wound together while another
goes for the doctor. We have seen a horse’s
life saved in this way when the leg was bad-
ly cut by a mowing machine, and a man’s
life eaved by the first method when a bullet
had cut the artery of the arm above the
elbow. In neither case could asurgeon have
‘been brought in season.

The Police Magistrate ruled that the wit-
ness’s suspicions could not be placed on re-
cord as evidence.

DAMAGING EVIDENCE.

Toronto, Feb. 28.—The crowd jamming
the court room to-day at the Hyams murder
trial had an exciting experience. Miss
Latimer, typewriter to the accused, gave
very damaging evidence. Miss Latimer de-

to an entirely new account of the fa-
tality as given by Harry Place Hyams. She
testified that she returned on the morning
of the so-called accident from her unneces-
sary trip, with letters which could better
have been mailed, and found to her surprise
that the ordlm\ry door was locked. She
tried another door, which had not been se-
cured, and on entering found Harry Place
Hylms greatly excited. He told her a ter-
rible accident had happened; that his broth-
er, Dallas, had dropped the elevator weight
from the third floor on to the head of de-
ceased, killing him instantly. This story
conflicts with Harry Place Hyams' other
accounts of the tragedy.

The next witness called was Mrs. Pengelly,
tormerly a domestic servant. - She was called
to prove the presence of Dnllu at the ware-
house at the time: of the alleged murder.
She deposed that Dallas drove home in a
cab, and was too much overcome by the fa-
mhty to command control of his feelings.
He said that was why he drove home.

Toronto, March 1.—Although the evi-
dence was as gruesome as that of Wednes-
day afternoon it was not so encouraging for
the prosecution. Dr. Edmund King, a well
known and eminently respectable medical
authority, gave the most important testi-
mony. He deposed that he was called so
promptly after the fatality that the body
was still warm and flexible and death could
not have occurred more than twenty minutes
before his arrival. Nothing said by Harry
Place Hyams or his behaviour was calculated
to arouse his suspicion, and he was convinced
at the time that the fatality had happened
in the accidental manner described to him
by the accused. He made a careful exami-
nation of the body, the wounds being de-
seribed in detail. The examination con-
firmed his opinion that death was the result
of an accident.

A plamber named Wright, a friend of de-
ce&ﬂed, testified to having examined the
premises and hoist, his evidence eliciting no
new facts.

At yeaterday afternoon’s session an ex-
pressman, named Fox, described his visit to
the warehouse on the morning of the fatal
day apd the appearance of things there.

The body of yquug Wells was lying near
the elevator shaft with the head crushed in
and covered with blood. The elevator
weight was leaning again the elevator, de-
tached from the rope. The hook produced
in court was like the one then on the rope,
but he coald not swear that it was the same.
The coroner was called and made a careful
examination of the premises, and then gave
a certificate of burial to the undertaker.
He had heard Harry Hyams warn deceased
to be careful of the elevator or he might get
hurt. He believed the weight came off once
before, letting the cage down with a run
from the first or second floor.

The agents of the Covenant Mutual and
New York Life Insurance Companies swore
to the circumstances of the issuing of the
policies on the life of W. C. Wells, and both
swore they solicited Wells, and he had taken
the policies without any assistance or urging
from the prisoners or anyone else. This evi-
dence, from the Crown witnesses, caused
something of a sensation in the court, as it
was confidently expected the Crown would
show that the insurance had been taken on
the instigation,in some degree, of the Hyams.
There was no suspicion of this in the evi
dence, and at this stage it looks as if this
part of the Croww’s case will fall through.

SHOE

You may not know, and if you donot, you
will find it useful to bulletin in the kitchen
the fact: :

That the secret of making sponge cake is
not to beat the air all out of the eggs afterit
is once beaten in. Beat the yolks to a mass
of bubbles, and the whites to a stiff froth.
Then cuat them into each other with a few
crosswise thrusts of a fork, and cut the eggs
into the cake mixture in the same fashion.
Do not beat the coke after the eggs are
added.

That slamming the door of the oven will
make cake * fall.”

That shaking potatoes after the jackets
are off for a minute at the open window will
make them ‘“mealy.” The cold draught
causes the starch cells to burst open, making
the feathery white flakes, that are in such
agreeable contrast to the sodden mass served
too often for a potato.

That the crisp, delicious slices of bacon
that are a feature of so many appetizing
dishes may be had by turning each slice
every minute over a hot fire in a pan large
enough so that the slices shall iygt touch;
and then as soon as delicately browned on
both sides lift from the pan on to a sheet of
butcher’s coarse wrapping paper (save it for
the purpose when it comes from the market
clean), and allow the bacon to drain upen it
in the oven for another minute,

That an egg shell should never be thrown
away in a family that likes coffee. Wish
and wipe the egg before it is broken to use,
and put the egg shells in a covered glass jar.
A couple of them thrown into the bottom of
the coffee biggin will settle the coffee as well
as anything known. This is one of the
economies practiced in the houses where
several servants are employed and there is a
housekeeper to watch the small leaks in ex-
peuae accounts.

That a couple of sheets of a big newspaper
-wrapped about ice will keep it half as long
again as ice that is uncovered. The paper
is much more cleanly than a piece of blanket,
as it can be removed daily.

That crushed ice can be prepared in a
couple of minutes by chipping off. a piece
from the larger cake with an ice pick; put
the piece that is to be crushed in a clean
coarse cloth (the burlap that comes wrapped
about bacon, ham, etc. after a boiling is
admirable for this and other kitchen uses, as
handliog hot pots and pans): gather the
corners of the cloth and bang it two or three
times against any unbreakable surface, as a
stone hearth, iron sink, etc. Rinse the ice
first, and use a clean cloth, and the crushed
ice will be perfectly clean, as ice goes.

That a pinch of powdered sugar, and an-
other of cornstarch beaten in with the yolks

of eggs will keep an omelet from collapsing.

Beat the whites stiff and cut them Into the
yolks.

Care of Invalids.

How much a little tact and delicacy in
the sickroom contribute to the soothing of an
invalid’s sensitive nerves! The most faithful
and affectionate nurse, who would give her life
to save the patient pain, is often guilty of
some small unconscious act that frets the ill
person beyond endurance. If anybody who
is likely to be called upon to attend the sick
—and most of us are likely to be placed in
that position sooner or later—would bear in
mind the following bits of advice, deduced
from the impatient utterance of an irri-
table invalid, it might help both the sick
person and the nurse.

Do not ask a very ill man what you shall
do for him. The doctor has already given
the proper directions, and if the patient
wants any other attendance that is not so
obvious that you can give it without ques
tioning him he will ask for it unprompred.

Do not breathe in his face or hang over
him. He needs all the fresh air he can get.

Do not press your hand upon his brow.
It sounds well in novels, but it is quite pos-
sible that your hand seems to him to weigh
aton. Do not touch him unnecessarily at
all, unless he indicates that he desires it.

Do not ask bim every half hour how he
feels. Take it for granted that he does not
feel well. Do not keep telling him that
he is better, for if he is he will know it quite
as soon as you do, and if he is not it will
merely vex him.

1o not attempt to lift him unless you are
strong enough to do so without hurting him.
Abortive efforts to raise him cause him pain
and irritation. He can take food lying
down, provided that you feed him througha
glass tube bent at right angle, instead of
pouring his beef tea or milk into the bosom
of his nightgown with a spoon. And speak-
ing of spoons, wash the medicine spoon every
time it is used, that the dregs of the previous
dose may not offend him.

Do not interfere, no matter how quietly,
with his personal belongings, unless he
wishes it. It annoys him intensely to think
that his small properties are being examined
and re-arranged.

If you cannot control your agitation, keep
out of his sight and hearing until you can.

Jf he has his senses, do not treat him like
an infant, smile at his whims or dieregard
his reasonable wishes.

Above all do not expect him to be polite,
grateful or even civil, no matter if you are
sacrificing your comfort and enduring anxiety
for his sake. 1If he is cross, do not tell him
8o or be hurt by the fact, for he is suffering,
and his nerves are in a state of rebellion.
Remember that he is not responsible for it
and that it is your duty to be considerate and
patient for both.
