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the mountain-side appears as though built of masonry, and in
other spots as though loose slabs of stone were piled one upon
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another. Lofty embankments, huge masses of masonry, and other
artificial works succeed each other in rapid succession. Now
we traverse beautiful beech-woods, in which many an inviting
