The lumbermen pointed it that
much of the land put up was of little value at
the present time, and would only be purchased
under pressure for the purpose of protecting
other lunds under Icase. Tm government, on
the other hand, argued that the lumbermen
f]hould have presented their views at an eatlier

ate.

Mr. E. H. Allen officiated as auctioneer.
There was very little competition for the limits,
and few of them reached more than the upset
pricc of $8 per mile  Of the tonl 3,877Y%
squarc miles, less than one-third, or 1,268
miles, were sold, the :g[‘;xcgalc proceeds being
$24,200, an average of $20 per mile. The
highest price paid was $123 per mile for 2 734-
mile limit on the west branch of Portage river.
This was purchased by J. J. F. Winslow. The
