CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO-

Being within one week of the end of
the year, and with navigation closed, net
more than a limited movement of lumber
could reasonably be looked for. Sales-
men have been taken off the road, and
lumbermen are devoting themselves te
balancing up the business of the year.
That orders continue te be placed in fair
volume, notwithstanding these cîrcum-
stances, shows that lumber is wanted, and
,we think augurs weil for an early sprîng
trade. Whi e stocks at the milis are no
doubt heavier th:.n at the same time last
year, it may be said with equal accuracy
that the stocks Qf consumers and retail
dealers are ueusually ligbt. The ceurse of
the spring trade vould sem te be nhcat-
cd by the fact that Saginaw dealers have
already bought heavily of Ontario lumber
for spring delivery. Il is cstimated ha,
Mershn & Company have prchased.
nearly 2o,oco,ooo feet, and Schsuette &
Company about i6,ooo,ooo feet, while
other buyers have contracted for smialler
quantities. From every section of the pro-
vince encouraging reports are te hand
of the prospects for spring grade, and un-
der such conditions it is only reasonable
to expect that the present prices vill be
maintaincd, if they are net advanced.

QURVEC AND NEW flRUNswICK.

Lumber m..teis in the eastern pro-
vinces are somewhat unsettled on account
of the weakness of the British market and
the consequent uncertainty as te *next
season's business. The shippers have
contracted with the mill men for a small
portion of the igoi cut, but it is under-
stood that few, if any, sales have been
made to British impoiters. Negotiations,
however, are now under way, and early in
the year contracts wili no doubt be closed.
It transpires that several Quebec and
Montreal merchants are affected by the
recent Liverpool failure, although they
are net heavily nvolved. Locally, trade
is fair for this season of the year.
A contract bas just been awarded for
building a wharf at Sorel, Que., in which
considerable timber wvill be consuimed.
Some enquities for stock are reported
tram the Umited States, whete the mar-
ket is improving. New Brunswick cedar
shngles are steadv at slightly higher
prices.

UNITED STATES.

There bas been more buyng of lumber
during the past week than is usursl ai this
season of the year. This disposition to buy is
due in part lei the belief that it tvîll net b
possible te obtain lumber at lower prce
than at present during the next few
months, as the situation seems te favor an
advance. A meeting of the manufactuîr-
ers of pinc lumber in tbe Mississippi val-
ley is aenounced tee b eid tbis svcek, at
wich the list wvll be re-adjusted se aE te
advance the price of certain grades which
are now scarce. In the M ississippi and
Wisconsin vallevs the stocks of pine lum-
ber show a heavy shortage as compared
with the average season, and a slight
shortage ascompared withthe low stocks of
one year ago. There is a scarcity of No. 2
and NO. 3 boards. Already sales of stock
bave been made at Dulut for shpment
easwrd nexi sprieg ; the prices obîaîned
bave been vcry satisfactory. At Marin-
cite, Wis., a sale t stock is reported at
an advance of 15 per cent. over last year's
figures. Eastern spruce continues to
gain se strength. In the New York mar-
ket wide random spruce is selling at about
$ig. What this price means will be
understood when it. is stated that the low
water mark of last stmmer was $12.
There bas been a marked revival in the
east in ail branches of industry, and the
outlook for lumber is regarded as geod.
A feature of the present month bas been
the almnst unpiecedented demand for
sash and doors. Wholesalers report iat-
the volume of orders has been fully 50 per
cent. grerter than in any corresponding
month in their history.

While the future for hardwood lumber
is regarded as satisfactory, the present
movement of stock is light. Consumers do
not wish topile up stock until afterise turn
of the year. From different sections a
scarcity of lath and shingles is reported.
New Brunswick cedar shingles are sellieg
a little higher.

GREAT IIRITAIN.
Favorable weather during the past

fortnight bas stimsîulated the lumber busi-
ness in Great Britain. There has, how-
ever, been no improvement in prices,
nor is this looked for at this season of the
year. At recent auction sales dressed
boards showed weakness. Some lines of
spruce, especially 7 and 8 inch unsorted
battens, sold ai lower prices. Little ad-
vancement bas been made towards mak-
ng purchases for next year. The import-
ers are still pursuing a waiting policy, as
with plenty of lumber on the spot te meet
requrements, the urgency of early coi-
tracting is removed. In sQme districts
the feeling seems to be gaining ground
that next yeat's prices will be lower than
those of 1900, this opinion being based,
to some extent, upon the decline in coal
and iron. It seens te be considered that
the higher grades of pîne and spruce
deals will,under almost any circumi stances,
bring fair prices, and that if depression
should pre% ail the lower grades wil suffer
the mnst. It is reported that a number
of contracts have been closed with France
for next yeart' shipments and that the
s:le of 8,ooo standards bas been made te
South Africa.

STOCKS AND PRICES.

Sutherland & Baillie have cut 500,000
feet of lumber near McMulen's dam, on
Salmon r.ver, N.S-

The Dominion Government wants tend-
ers for the supply of timber for the Wel-
land canal, at St. Catharines, during the
year 1901.

A quantity of tinber, consistîng ciefy
cf bassweod and ash, recentiy biown down

by a storm in the Rondeau provincial
park, bas been sold by tender te J. B.
Coates, of Ridgetown, Ont., for $5.5o.

Sims Bros., of Little Current, Ont., have
purchased the L.ppincott timber drtit on
Whitefisbh river, which they are operating
tbis winter with two camps of about î50
men. We understand that they have not
yet made airangements for the sawing of
the legs.

A correspondent at Day Milîs, Ont.,
writes that logging operations in Algoma
are in full swing. Owing te heavy rains
in the early fal the conditions were un-
favorable for cuttîng and skidding logs.
The Doherty Organ Company have fifty
men se the wotds getting out pine logs.
They are operaiting on the Day limit pur-
chased last season from J-tmes 1. Harris,
and will have their legs sawn at Day Mills.
The C.I'.R. are takmtsg out a large quan-
tity of cordwood along their road between
Blnd River and Thessalon and are aise
buying from farniers. Heminck legs ate
