The Bishop was celebrant, being assisted by
Csanon Mills, Canon Mussen, Archdeaton Lons.
dale, and Raral Dean Naylor.

Tax BusiNess SmesIoN.

At two o'clock in the afternoonm the Synod
assembied for business in the Synod house, the
Rt. Rev. the Bishop of the diocese presiding.
His Lordship having offered up prayer, the roll
was called by the Very Rev. Canon Empson,
olerical secretary, after which the election of
officers was proceeded with, Canon Empson and
Mr. Richard White being re-elected clerical and
lay secretary respectively. Mr, James Hutton
was re-appointed treasurer, and Messrs. G. W.
Simpson and S. C. Fatt were re-elected audit-
ors.

His Liordship then delivered his churge in
a hich referring to his diocese, the Bishop
gaid :—I have my ususl report to make of mis-
gions visited and episcopal functions discharged,

and every where I find health and peace and

quiet progress in religious life. In other words,
our Church is doing its work on behalf of eouls
of men under cirsumstances of outward happi-

pess. The year has been free from epidemic
sickness, from famine, from great public loss
rnd trial of every kind. I have visited, apart
from the oity, ninety-five parishes, missions and
mission stations, and administered the rite of
confirmation in seventy four churches to 828
persons, of whom 321 were men and 507 were
women. I have ordained eight deacons and six
priests. It is with great satisfaction that I ro-
port the donsecration of six charches and one
buryiog ground. Four of the churches and
the burying-ground are in the district of Bed-
ford, namely, St. Philip, South Roxton; 8t.
John, West Shefford ; St. John, Esastman; and
St, Augustine, East Farnham. This progress
in things material speaks well for the earnest-
ness and carefalness of Church people in Bed-
ford district. One mission there has been rais-
ed to the rank and independenocy of a rectory,
pamely, West Shefford, and sanother, in, the
deanery of Hochelaga, has reached the same
position, Of the two churches consecrated be-
sides, one was at Leslie, in the mission of
Thorpe, the generous gift of R. A. A. Jones,
Bsq., and called St. James, the other was at
Lacadie, and called Grace Charch. The tem-
poralities of the country churches do not in all
cases receive quite tho attention which is due.
I should like to see a greater sense of responsi-
bility on the part of incumbents and church
wardens, to whom is committed the care of
churches, parsonages and other real estate. It
would be wel!, I think, to appoint 8 committee
on *dilapidations” whose business it would be
to enquire into the whole matter, and advise as
to the bost means for awakening trustees and
others to the duty of maintaining the church
property in at least as good a condition as they
receive it. The Archdeacon is the church of-
ficer to whom the oversight in general apper-
tains, but he needs some machinery of Synod to
enable him to make practical use of his powers.
Church property raised and set apart with de-
voting and self nenial by one generation must

pot be neglected and squandered by another.
That which comes to us easily we are too apt
to treat lightly, and I fear that in some in-
stances a little Jonger neglect will result in the
loss of things substantial, nccessary to the pro-
gress of the Church's external life.

The Bishop referred at considerable length to
the Lamprra CoNFERENCE remarking that
since our last meeting the result of the Lamb-
oth Conference have been published, to the edi-
fioation of the Church thronghoat the world.
The tone of the Encyclical Letter is eminently
practical,and claims our reverent and intelligent
attention,

His Lordsbip then quoted at length from the
Enoyolical Letter in regard to the observance
of the Liord’s Day ; Temperance and Parity;
Care of Immigrants; Mutoal Relations of the
geveral branches of the Anglican Commanion
to one another ; the Reunion of Christendom ;
In referring to the care of Immigrants, the
Bishop said :—An enormons responsibility
lies upon the church in this matter, and it is
her duty, so far a8 in her lios, to prevent es-
trangement or any loss of spiritual life in her
children, throngh the accident of their removal
from one branch of the Anglican Churoh to
gnother. Within the last ten years 3,195 660
persons have emigrated from the British Isles,
of whom North America has received about
11 per cent., our own share of the work of
reception goes slowly. Perhaps Lower Canada
does not offer the most inviting field. Oar
emigration chaplain, Rev. R. Acton, complains
that he does not receive all the encouragement
from the clergy, to send immigrants into the
country Fﬁrts which one would naturally
expeot. The reasons for this luke-warmness
are not apparant. Mr. Acton reports seventy-
five families and about 350 single mer to have
been forwarded to country parts during the
