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FARMERS' COLUMN.

How Cozy May ne Oor.—We were amused re-
cently to read in a first class English agricuitural
paper that our method of shocking corn iz America,
was to put three hillsof corn in a stook. In the
East 25 hillg, or 5 rows of 5 hillsin each row, are
putinto a stook. We prefer the latter, as it is a
saving of time and space,and is eepecially preferable
when the corn stubble is plowed and sown to wheat

orrye. We prefer, too, to bind the corn in sheaves,
and set up the sheavesin a stook, binding the top
of the stook with a stout straw band. The sheaves
are necessary if the corn-husking machineis used,
and very handy in case the corn is hauled to the
barn to be hugked.

Boupie Dres—Itis one of the most important
late discoveries that the yield of red clover seed
depends upon the bumble bees. These insects
fertilize the blossoms, conveying the pollen from
on¢ blossom to another by means of their long pro-
boscig, and no other is known to do this necessary
work. Without the bumble bee we can have no
clover seed, The natural enemy of the bumble bee
is the farmer's boy, who, when lie stumbles over a
nest and gets stung never forgives or forgets it, but
becomes a life long-enemy to thls busy bee, Give
these insects a wide berth,and let them live to in-
crease the yield, and to reduce the iprice of clover
seed, which is getting higher every year.—.lmerican
Agriculturist,

Water ror DuckLings—The raising of duck-
lings is & very simple thing if one only knows how,
Whether hatched by duck or hen they siould not
be allowed frec access to a body of warer till 1hey
are well advanced in the feathering process. They
should also be under control so fully as to be kept
out of dewy grass and rain etorms, as well as pre-
vented from unlimited sporting in a pond of water,
for if they once get thoroughly wet, especially their
heads, neck and backs, it is almost certain that
they will be seized with cramps, the symptoms of
which are staggering auod reeilog about, {alling
over backward—in fact, acting very much like a
drunken person. Death, Lowever, soon relieves
them from their misery, and in Josing them we
lose also the expense and trouble we hiave incurred
on their account, and all through mere neglect or
carelessness.— oultry World

CLEANLINESS AND ATTENTION ¥ Mitking.—The
great secrets in making good buttcr are cleanliness
and etfention, in addition to the labor. We will now
proceed to give the details how to apply these rules :
—Let cleanliness Le appliedto the cow-house; see
that it is kept clean, so that no foul odors shall be
nbsorbed by the new milk, and that the animals
may be kept healthy, so as to give pure wholesome
meilk, to the udder, so that no scabs or filth shall
Le rubbed off into the bucket while milliing; to the
hands, so that they shall not detile the milk, to the
spring-house or vanlt, that the creanm may be kept
pure; to the milk-bucket, pans, skimmer, crenm-
pot and churn, so that no cheesy taint or foul odors
be commupicated to the cream ; and finally, to the
butter-worler and the market tub, To all these
scrupulous cleanlizess should be applied. Attention
must be paid to proper feeding, regular milking,
skimming at the right time, stirring the cream
every time new qualities are added, even tempera.
ture of the spring-house, vault or cellar, proper
temperature of the cream at time of ckurning, even
churning and working and handling the butter.—
Exchangr.

Vawre oF Fooper-Cony—We visited a farmer
who evidently knew how stock should b2 treated.
He raises a quantity of fodder-corn every year, to
bridge over the dry times. Heis feeding it now,
once s day, to all his cattle. He feedsin the even-
ing, mowing a swath, gathering up by hand, and
throwing over the fence into the adjoining pasture.
We witnessed one feeding, and the way those cattle
went into the green, succulent stalks would have
convinced the most skeptical that there was some-
thing good in it. It had been rather dry for two
weeks vefore, local storms passing around, and the
pasturcs had become brown and bare. The owner
informed us that cows and yourng stock would come
up and range themselves along the fence on the
feeding-ground an hour or two before feeding-time
and impatiently wait for the meal. The flow of
milk was maintained by this means, and the geneial
condition of the stock kept up. He sows his corn
Lroad-cast, and a litlle to thickly, we thick, to
secure hest results.  If all farmers, especially dairy
farmers would follow a similar system, the net
results in the entire counntry would bLe immense,
We are glad to koow that many ot them do it,
and that the number is annually increasing.— Okio
Former,

Cavaprax SuortaORNS 1N ExLanp.—The Hon. M,
H. Cochrane recently despatched a valuable con-
signment of shorthorn cattle to Eogland. The
aunimals were bred oo his farm, Hillhurst, Compton.
According to a statement in the last number of the
Country Gentleman, the consignment included 2od
Duke of Hillhurst, own brother to 1st Duke of Hill-
horst by Lord Denmore’s 6th Duke of the Geneva,
which has been for several years past in the posses-
sien of Col. Kingscots, M.P., President of the Royal
Agricultural Society ; a Princees cow, two Duchess
heifers, a Booth bull of the late Mr. Torr's Bright
family, three of the Village Roses of Aylesby, and
several others of the Barrington, Mazurka and
Sarmise tribes. The cattle wers sent to England
to be offered at pullic auction. The sale took
place on 'Tuesday weck at Downess, Windermere,
and a cable despatch received from Mr. Cochrane,
who is in England, shows that the result has been
highly gratifying. Thirty-five animals brought
§79,000, or an average of 52,267 cach. This, we
understand, is a result which has only twice been
exceeded in Britain, Two Duchess heifers in the
consignment sold for $40,000. Compared with the
result of Mr. Cochranc’s sale last year, his present
success shows wonderful improvement. In 1876
the shipment realized an average of £203‘ 14s., or
about 81,000 ecach. On the present occasion that
figure has been more than doublad.—Gazetle.

Stock Water.—1low a reserve of stock watermay
be economically stored up for uge during droughts
is an important question for farmers througout the
prairic region of the West, Two years ago last
summer, having, with many others, gufiered the in-
convenience of a failuve of the water-supply on my
place, in consequence of the long continued drought,
I dug & 200 barrel cistern inmy pasture, a few feet
from a ditch, which crossed onc corner, cementing
on the solidl clay, which formed the sides to within
two nod a half fect of the top,and bricking the
Lalaoce. 1 laid a wooden pipe from near the top of
the ditch to the cistern, and when the water was
running, the following spring, by damming the
ditch below, it was filled with pure snow-watcr
The same process was repeated last spring, illing
np what had been used out the previous summer.
For the last month my well has been nearly c.lry,
and my house and barn-cistern both cmpty. With-
out this reserve supply I should have been in as
bad a fix as are a great many other people at this
time. 'The water in this cistern, most of which has
been in fortwo years,is now as pure, bright, and
sparkling as when it was first filled. It bas been &
wonder to me that farmers in sections where
reliable wells cannot be obtained bave not availed
themselves of this method of storing up water.
There 1s no limit to the extent to which such cis-
terns can be multiplied, furnishing a reserve supply
to fall back upon when the ordinary supplies fail.
