IRELAND'S MILITARY GLORY.

Mr. James Burke, of the bar, has, we see,
written a lctter, which appears in the Dublin
Freeman’s Journal, in reply to Sir Robert Stew-
art, who had in a lccture stated that Ireland
had “no military history.” We extract some
passages of Mr. Burke's letter :

No military history| Does our distinguished
fellow-countryman, Sir Robert Stewart, forget
Clontarf, the « Marathon of Irelund,” where
the Danes were galluntly repulsed by the
army of Brian Borgihme, and received a blow
from which, in Treland, they never recovered,
though about the same time the Dancs held,
by successful invasion, the throne of England ?
Does Sir Robert forget Beal-an-athn-Buie (the
famous " «Yellow Ford”) where glorious
Red Hugh O'Neill overthrew Elizabeth'’s
best general 7 Does Sir Robert forget magni-
ficent Benburb, where the truly historic Owen
Roc O'Neill shivered to splinters the army of
Monroe? Docs Sir Robert forget the Boyne,
where Irish valour was well proved on hoth
sides, and Derry (for, likc my political mas-
ter, O’Conncll, whose praises of George Walk-
er often I heard, I write in no party or sect-
rian spirit), and Athlone, and Aughrim, and
last (and greatest of all), Limerick, from
whose historic walls the brave men of that
famous city (and brave women, too), hurled
the myrmidons of the Dutch usurper?  Some
of thesc battles were, 1 frecly admit,
Irish defeats. But cven the defeat of »
brave army is ¢military histery.” (reece
honored the memory of Leonidns, though
Thermopyle  was, after a  gallant
struggle, a defeat; as much as she hon-
oured those who conquered at Marathon and
Salamis. Rome paid public honours to the
man who, after hard fighting, lost Canner, be-
cause “he did not despair of the Republic.”
The Saxons of England treasured the memory
of those who were beaten at Hastings. Scot-
land honors those who were defeated at Flod-
den,Killiccrankie and Culloden as much as she
does those who drove the  Sassenach 7 before
them ut Bannockburn and at Prestonpans ; and
she has crected a statucat Stirling to Wallace,
who (though a prisoncer of war) was brutally
murdered in cold blood in London by an
English kiog, whom $cott truly called a
# felon.”

But Sir Robert Stewart waw right in one
thing. We ought to honor the memory of
our great men more than we do. It is no ex-
cvuse¢ that England has not honored her
greatest men. There is not in any street in
all London & statue to Shakepeare, Nilton,
Newton, Dryden, Popt, or Byron. Scotland
gives us a better example. Stand on the
Calton Hill and you can survey memorials of
Jurns, Seott, and a glorious array of intellec-
tual giants. We have improved, it is true,
Grattan. Burke, Goldsmith, Moore (in a sort
of a way), O'Brien, O'Connell (Royal Ex-
change and Glasnevin) are before us. Hut
where is that great Dublin wmar, the most
brilliant genius that Irelund, or perhaps any
other country, ever produced—Eichard Brink-
Iey Sheridan—

The orator, dranatist, roinstrol who ran
Th’{.’;‘-‘fﬂ ::m.-h mode o1 the lyre, and wis master

1 shall not occupy vowrspacelby dwelling
on the military history of 1lrishmen abroad,
though that is part of the military history of
every nation. I shall not take you to Sars-
field at Lunden, to Montgomery at Quebec, 10
Foutenoy, to Wellington at the Peninsula
and Watarleo, or to the countless fields in
every quartervf the glohe where Ireland has
written splendid ehapters of military history.

ANOTHELR LARGE IRISH FORTUNE
GOING A-BEGGING.

For many years a somewhatl cccentric gen-
tleman, for as such William A. Kinnilly, whe
resided in Second Place, bggween Court and
Clinton streets, South BrooKlyn, was regarded
by his neighbors, caitied on business in New
York City as n wholesale dealer in perfumery.
He was a bachelor and had amassed o compe-
tence. He had travelled on the continent of
Europe extensively, was posscssed of a fine
collection of paintings, and lived in quiet se-
clusion, secing but few friende, and rarely,
if ever, making a confidant of any of lis
neighbors in  matters appertaining  to
himself or his antecedents. It was
rumored that when & youth he had studied
for the Catholic priesthood, but for years had
not practised the fuith in which he had been
baptized. It was not known at the time of
his death, which occurred in the month of
April, 1878, that Mr. Kinnilly had leff any
relatives to inherit liis wealth, which, it was
said, amounted to $1006,000. He left a will,
but he failed to put his intentions in proper
legal form, and therc being then, as stated,
no known heirs, the property reverted to the
State.

A NEW USE FOR NIAGARA.
MARNERSING THE FALLS FOR MECHANICAL
PUTIGSES.

(Buffalo Adeertises)

Some months ago the Commercial deseribed
a seriex of experiments made in this city with
the view of demonstrating the practicubility
of using the immense water power at Ningara
Falls for transmitting power 1o this city
though the the agency of compressed air.  As
stated at the time, the experiments were sutti-
ciently suceessful to convince several of our
enterpriging citizens that the scheme was
entirely feasible. A company has since been
formed, of which Scuator Pierce is I'resident,
considerable capital has been puid in, and

practical operations kave been begun.

The principal part of the machienry will he
located near the water’s edge below the Falls,
in the vieinity of that delightiul spot called
the Bridaleveil.  The reimninder will e onthe
bank immediately  above. The  great air
receptacles, three of whielr will he 70 feet long
by 6 feet in dinmeter, will be located®elow the
bank, near the water, while the recviving
geservoirs will be on thebank.,  Thecylinders
will be constacted of hoiler ivan, in the most
rubstantial manner.  The perpendicnlar fall
from the feeding basin above to the air recep-
tacles below is 214 feet.  The Enginecer's
figures show that 200,000 pounds of jron will
be required, and it is estimated that power
enough will e generated to raise about 350,000
gallons of water 150 feet every minute.  These
results have been obtained by carcful seientitic
tests, so that there is little doubt but they are
nearly correct.

Gentlemen prominently connerted with this
enterprise own Day's canal, which it will be
reinembered was conatructed geveral yearsago
by Mr. Diy for water-power purposes, st an
expense of uearly a million dollars.  This
canal will play an important part in conncction
with the new project. 1t in 32 feet wide hy 11
fect deep, nnd Teads fram n point just above
therapids a mile across to the bank helow.
At its lower terminus, is a large  Lasin 70 feet
wide, and 800 feet long and 11 feet in depth.
From the basin a flome 200 feet lougis<dag to
the edge of the precipice. At the mouth of
the flume will be a massive iron gate with an
eight feet opening, "which Pratt & Co. are to
furnish.  The water from the lume will pass
into the reservoir,which will e connoectad with
the air recepacles below by means of luge
pipes Byphou shaped.  Attached to the cylin-
ders will be & requigite number of large auton:-
atic valves, to let the water ran out of the
cylinders after the compressed air has been
allowed to eecape. The practical working of
the machinery will be briefly as follows =—
After the water in tae reservoir on the top of
the bank ishigh enoagh to reach thie bend of
the syphon it will escape down the pipetothe
air cylinders below. The pressnre thusob-
inined very soon closes the nutomatic valves.
There being no cseape forthe water which con-
tinues to pour into the eyinder (each has its
own fecder), the air which & contuing is com-
presged by the volume of water fromn above
until it hag as much expansive power when
releared as steam.  ‘The capacitr of the reser-
voir and of the cylinders is fo airunged that
the reservoir will be exhausted by tae time the
desired compression has been obtained liclow.
While the reservoir is again filling with water
that in the cylinder is escuping, 50 that when
the bend in the syphon isrcached the contents
of the cylinder js exhausted, and it is ready for
another charge. Thus the operation is re-
peated at regular intervalg in each cylinder,
and there being several of them a conlinuous
charge of highly compressed air is secured.

‘There secis to be no doubt but that the air
thus compressed can be conveyed by pipes a
reasonable distance and made to do valuable
service at o nominal expense, In Franceit
is conveyed fifty miles. The loss by friction
in transmitting it from the Falls {0 Bufialo is
placed at fifty horse power on every thousand,
which is scarcely worthy of mention. The
projectors of this great enterprise are confident
tbat they will be able to do the pumping for
the City Water-works at figures whicl will
make the present cost of the department appear
enormous. Theyarealso confident that they
can make compressed air take the place of
steamn in manufacturing thus doing away with
the necessity forfire or fuel. Theyarc aiming
to do wonders, and, what is more, the chances
seem to be strongly-in favour of their success.

AMERICA CROWDING ENGLAND IN THE
. MARKETS.
