
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA AND THEGOVERNMENT OF THE FEDERATION OF ST. CHRISTOPHER ANDNEVIS ON AIR SERVICES

The government of Canada and the Government of the Federation of SaintChristopher and Nevis hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties,

DESIRING to encourage the development of air transport between Saint Chris-topher and Nevis, and Canada and to pursue international co-operation in this fieldto the greatest extent possible,

DESIRING also to apply to such transport the principles and provisions of theConvention on International Civil Aviation signed at Chicago on 7 December 1944,

HAVE agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

For the purpose of this Agreement, unlèss otherwise stated:
(a) "Aeronautical Authorities" means, in the case of Canada, the Minister ofTransport and the Canadian Transport Commission and, in the case of St.Christopher and Nevis, the Minister responsible for Civil Aviation, or inboth cases, any other authority or person empowered to perform the func-tions now exercised by the said authorities;
(b) "Agreed services" means scheduled air services on the routes specified inthe Annex to this Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo and mail,separately or in combination;

(c) "Agreement" means this Agreement, the Annex attached thereto, and anyamendments thereto;

(d) "Convention" means the Convention on International Civil Aviation openedfor signature at Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944 and includesany Annex adopted under Article 90 of that Convention and any amend-ment of the Annexes or of the Convention under Articles 90 and 94 thereofso far as those Annexes and amendments have been adopted by both Con-tracting Parties;

(e) "Designated airline" means an airline which has been designated andauthorized in accordance with Articles IV and V of this Agreement;

(f) "Tariffs" means the prices to be paid for the carriage of passengers, bag-gage and cargo and the conditions under which those prices apply, includingprices and conditions for other services performed by the carrier in connec-tion with the air transportation, but excluding remuneration and conditionsfor the carnage of mail;
