
Article VI

1. The Commission shall evaluate technical developments relating
to the manufacture, marking and detection of explosives.

2. The Commission, through the Council, shall report its findings
ta the States Parties and international organizations concernied.

3. Whenever necessary, the Commission shalh make recommen-

dations ta the Counicil for amendments to the Technical Annex to this
Convention. The Commission shall endeavour to take its decisions on sucli
recommendations by consensus. In the absence of consensus tie
Commission shall take such decisions by a two-thirds majority vote of its
members.

4. The Council may, on the recommendation of the Commission,
propose ta States Parties amendments to the Technical Annex to this
Convention.

Article VII

1. Any State Party may, within ninety days from the date of
notification of a proposed anxendment ta the Technical Anuex ta this
Convention, transmit to the Counicil its comments. Tie Council shail
communicate tiese comments ta the Commission as soon as possible for its
consideration. The Council shali invite any State Party which comments on
or abjects ta the proposed amendment ta consult the. Commxission.

2. The Commission siail consider the views of States Parties made
pursuant ta the preceding paragrapli and report ta the. Council. The Council,
after considération of the. Commission's report, and taking mnto accounit the
nature of the amendment and the. commenta of States Parties, including
producer States, may propose the amendment to ail States Parties for
adoption.

3. If a proposed amendaient bas not been objected ta by flve or
more States Parties by means of written notification to the Couricil within
ninety days from the date of notification of the amendment by the Council,
it shall be deemed to have been adopted, and shahl enter into force onc
hundred and eigiity days thereafter or aftcr such other pcriod as spclfied in
the proposed amendment for States Parties not having expressly objected
thereto.

4. States Parties having expressly objected ta the. proposcd
amendaient may, subsequently, by means of the deposit of an instrument of
acceptance or approval, express their consent ta be bound by thxe provisions
of the amendaient.

5. If five or more States Parties have objected to the proposed
amendaient, thc Council shahl refer it to the Commission for tùrther
