
5. As promptly as possible after the Effective Date, Canada and the
United States shall file joint motions to dismiss the following actions, if they
have nlot been dismissed already, on the grounds of mooness:

Certain Soft wood Lum ber Productsfrom Canada
(CVD l" Administrative Review), Secretariat File
No. USA-CDA-2005-1904-O1; and

West Fraser v. United States (Consol. Ct. No. 05-00079 (OIT».'

6. For purposes of paragraphs 7 through 10, Certain Softwood Lumber
Prod*ctsfrom Canada (Original CVInvJmestigation), Secretariat File No. USA-
CDA-2002-1904-03 shaîl be treated i the same manner as an "action referenced
i this Claims Settlement Agreement".

7. Canada and the United States shail request dismissal of au>' new
lawsuits cancerning the same subject matter as any action referenced in this
Claims Seulement Agreement that are filed before the date of enfry into force ai
the SLA 2006.

8. No part>' ta this Claims Settlement Agreement shail seek ta hold any
other part>' hable t ay its costs and expenses of litigation relating to an>' action
referenced in this CIahms Seulement Agreement

9. This Claims Seutlement Agreement is without prejudice ta the position
of any pari>' ta this Claims Seutlement Agreement on an>' issue in an>' action
referenced in this Claims Seutlement Agreement.

10. Each part>' ta this Claims Seutlement Agreement shall not re-file an>' af
the actions that are referenced in paragraph 1 of this Claims Settlement
Agreement.

il. This Claims Seutlement Agreement may not be altered, amended,
modified, or atherwise changed other than thraugh the written agreemeut af al
parties hereto.

12. This Claimns Seutlement Agreement shall bid the parties, their officers,
directars, employees, predecessors, subsidiaries, heirs, executors, administrators,
agents, successors, an.d assigns.
