General and Commander-in-Chief in and over Canada, or in any other Letters
Patent adding to, amending or substituted for the same.

AND FURTHER We do hereby appoint that, so soon as you shall have taken
the prescribed Oaths and have entered upon the duties of your Office, this Our
present Commission shall come into effect.

AND WE Do hereby command all and singular Our Officers, Ministers and
Loving Subjects in Canada, and all others whom it may concern, to take due
notice hereof and to give their ready obedience accordingly.
