We 110w know what that niaiority
is and there is no occasion in ord-er to as-
certain it anew to divide the bouse again.
Otherwise we would do 8o, because we wish
on this measure to fight to the finish.

Mr. BENNETT: I think that would be
in accordance with what was done in 1903
when a siimilar situation arose in reverse.
The Conscrvative party was then llghting
against the redistribution bill of that day
and it was declareîd that the &,ume division
should be recorded in the lournals and it wa.s
carried on the saine division.

Motion agreed to on the saine division.

CRIMINAL CODE AMENDMENT

FREE CONFERENCE WITH SENATE-REPORT OP
MANAGERS-FURTHER CONSIDERATION 0F

AMENDMENTS

Hon. MAURICE DUPRE (Solicitor Gen-
eral): Mr. Speaker, I beg to present the re-
port of the managers for the Huse of Corn-
mons who attended at a free conférence
with thé Senaté on Bill No. 71,' to amend
the criminal code, as follows:

Your managers beg to report that they duly
held the free conference with thé managers
appointed by the. Senate wîth respect to the
amendinents made by the Senate to Bill (71),
intituled: "An Act to amend the Crimînal
Code," and the managers on behaîf of the
Senate have agreed to recommend that the
Senate do not insist upon their first amend-
ment to which the Commons have disagreed
but that it accepte the following proposed
amendment in lieu thereof:-

"(3> In any prosecution under subeection twoof this section, where the circumatances are
sucb as, in thé opinion of the court, te render
it likely that the child might bé in danger of
being or becoming immoral, its morale injur-
iously affected or its homne réndéred an unfit
plate for it tu be in, it shall. upon proof that
thé pérson accused did, in thé home of such
child, participaté in adultery, in sexual
immorality, in habitual drunkénness, or in any
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other forni of vice, be an irrébuttable présump-
tion, that the child was in fact in danger of
being or becoming immoral and its morale in-
juriously affected and that its home had in fact
been rendered an unfit place for it to he in."

I now réquest that Bill No. 71 be con-
sidcred in pursuancé of the conferencé held
with the Senate respecting certain amendi-
ménts.

Mr. SPEAKER: The bouse will now con-
sider thé amendments made *by thé Senate
te Bill No. 71, to amen-d thé Criminel Code.

Mr. DUPRE: I move, seconded by the
Minister of Trade and Commerce (Mr.
Stevens) that subsection 3 of section 3 be
deléted and there bé substitutéd therefor the
amendmént which I have just read.

Mr. LAVERGNE: If I rnay say a word
at the end o>f the session, I am glad the
Senaté and the éx-Minister of Justice have
comne to the opinion I expressed in the house
thé ot-her day and for which I was severély
criticizcd.
