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Radio Broadcasting

On section 14-Regulations ta be published
in Gazette.

Mr. BENNETT: As the section stands,
it will ha notad that the ragulations shaîl,
as from the date of publication or any later
date rnantioned therein, take affect as if tbey
ware enacted by parliarnent. That part of
the section is quita understandabla. But in
viaw of the fact that it takes four or five days
for a Gazette ta ha transmittad fi-rn ana part
of Canada ta anothar, as a result of rny own
experianca and observations 1 have concludad
it would ha desirabla ta say definitely that
the ragulations shaîl take effeet, say tan days
after the first publication in the Gazette.
I arn nat rnantioning tan days as a dafinitaly
sugga-stad pariod, :but arn giving it simply as
an example of a fixed data aftar the date af
publication. The minister will sea at once
the difficulty wlieh ntherwise rnight arise.

in whicha laws are enacted outside the crim-
mal code and outside the powers given in
connection with the laying of informations
under this measure. Cases are placed in the
hands of magistrates or justices of the peace
for trial. I think in fairness to the hundreds
of thousands of people in Canada who have
radios in their homes, they should have
greater opportunity of ascertaining what the
regulations ara. The suggestion of the right
hion. the leader of the opposition is along
the right linas, but 1 do nlot think it goes
far enough. The regulations in my opinion
shauld be emhodied in the statute. Surely
the Minister of Transport and his technical
officers are in a position to say what the
regulations are going to be and to put them
in the statute, se that every one in Canada,
no matter where hie may live, may know
whether or nut hae is guilty of an infringe-
ment of a regulation.

Very few people, with the exception of
soe in Ottawa, read the Canada Gazette.
It is a publication which may go out to
members of parliarnent; but those members
are not going ta make unpopular suggestions
to thair constituants; at least I should think
they would not. 1 am asking the minister
if there could not ba some way in which
the regulations would ba made clear to the
awners of radios, an that advantage would
not be taken of them, and se that tbey
wvould not ha accused of heing guilty of an
offence under regulations of wbich thiey had
no knowledge? An accused persan migbt say
hae bad no knowledge, and there xvas no
manner in wbicb ha could receix e it, unless
lie wereo a person who read the Cannda
Gazette.
