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in these matters if the government would only clarify its
confused thinking on its resource policies.

One of the greatest deterrents to resource development
for the past year or more bas been the on-again off-again
debate and discussion precipitated by the ill-conceived
white paper on tax reform. It was obvious that it had
created a pall of uncertainty which made it impossible
for Canadian investors to anticipate future prospects
with respect to their investments. By the announcement
which bas been made in the House that negotiations have
been going on behind the scenes by the minister, on
behalf of the government, in order to assure the parties
which might be concerned in making this achievement
possible and retaining the Home Oil Company in the
hands of Canadians, the government has made it clear
that there will be no threat to Canadian investors in the
legislative proposals that will be brought down as a
result of the extensive discussions on the white paper. I
hope that legislation will be before the House at the
earliest opportunity.

If these behind the scenes negotiations have been going
on, and if this assurance bas been given, for example, to
the Consumers' Gas Company, it is only fair that other
potential investors in Canada's resource industry should
have the same assurance, so that the uncertainty or
confusion can be dissipated as quickly as possible. We
can then resume the development of our Canadian
resources in the best interest of Canadians in all parts of
the country. This is encouraging news. I am sure that if
the government will pursue other developments with the
same vigour that it bas exhibited when sorting out this
difficult matter, there will be many such developments to
cheer for in Canada.

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr.
Speaker, first may I say that it is good to have announce-
ments like this made in the House of Commons. I noted
that the minister enjoyed doing that on this occasion. I
trust he will keep it up.

We welcome the fact that the government has been
able to announce that the control of Home Oil is to be
retained in Canada. The only comment I want to make is
that the minister was right the first time; public owner-
ship would have been even better. Bearing in mind what
was just said by the hon. member for Brandon-Souris
(Mr. Dinsdale), I suggest to the government that instead
of taking wrong advice from the official opposition, it
would have been better if they had consulted us.

Mr. Gérard Laprise (Abitibi): Mr. Speaker, I would like

to say how pleased we were to hear the Minister of
Energy, Mines and Resources (Mr. Greene) announce that
Home Oil Company bas been sold to Canadian residents.
However, the tern "Canadian residents" worries me a
little. I would have liked it better if the minister had
used the simple term "Canadians", because "Canadian
residents" suggests those people may be foreigners who
have a few holdings in Canada without being Canadian
citizens.
