DIES FROM RARE DISEASE
BETER TWO DAYS" ILLNESS

B

John Munro, Aged 20, a Victim of
Landry's Paralysis—Very Few .
Cases on Record.

A victim of one of the rarest diseases
kniown to the medical prof«ssion, John Mun-
ro, aged 20, died in the General Hospital
yesterday, Since 1859, when the dise’'se
was first described- by Dr. Landry, only
about 90 cases of Landry's 18 ayels, an
acute progressive affliction, have come to
the potive of the medical profession in Can-
ada. It 1s a disease of thé central nervous
system, and is almost invariably fatal, 1t
commences with paralysis of the feet, the
paralysis creeping gradually over the hody.
Males in middle jife are usually th* vietims,
and the disease is pzmllemlly confined to a
period of ten days or less.

In this case death occurred within 48
hours.
