As a prominent member of the Opposition
sald after adjournment to-night, it was one
of the best justifications of the National
. Policy . which have been dellvéred in the
House, for although Mr. Fielding declared
. that his tariff was not a continuation of
the National Policy, he by no means prov-

ed his contention. Indeed, the whole of his

argument as to the expansion of trade dur-

‘iIng the last two years, and the
increased revemue during that perlod,

was & compliment té6 the National

‘Policy, for, by his own admission,
his tariff, with its so-called preferential

attachment, has only been in force uine

‘months, apd/ ¢dn scarcely be entitled 'to |,

. eredit for much of the Improv . which
has taken place since It became evident in
1807 that the change of Government would
not involve.any material change in the fis-

‘ca! policy of the country. So much for the
matter of the speech; as for the manner
_of its dellvery, that was all that could be
desired. Mr. Fielding is one of the most
fluent and charming - speakers in the
House, and it is always a pleasure to lis-
ten to him, aithough one may not agree
with much of what he says, so that the
House had an agreeable time this afternoon
and evening, .

THE BUDGET SPEECH

Was of Short Duration, as Compar-
ed With Those of Years
Gene by,

Ottawa, May 2.—(Speclal.)—At 25 minutes
to 4 this afternoon the Hon. Mr. Fielding
arose, mid considerable applause from the
Government benches, to deliver his Bud-
get Speech, and when the Speaker left the
chair at 6 o'clock he was still speaking
without having sald very much that was

either new or important,

For the first 15 or 20 mihutes, he dealt
with the figures for the fiscal year, ‘which
ended on June 30 iast, which he claimed
was ‘“‘the most prosperous. riod In the
history of the Dominion,” ﬁ’znve in de-
all the figures published months ago and

show that the receipts for 1807-98 were

very nearly two and three quarter millions
more than the recelpts for 18V6-97, and al-
so entered at some length into the sources
from which the extra revenue had been
derived and in so doing complimented bis
friend, the Postmaster-General, on having
fmcreased the revenue $324,871 and decreas-
ed the expenditure by $214,006, so that
there was a betterment in the department
of $538,037. The surplus he figured out at
»$1,722,720, which was nearly twice as much
as he had estiinated when making bis Bud-
get Speech last vear.
Expects a Big Surplus.

Turning to the current fiscal year he
gave the recelpts as published up to April
30 and estimated that with receipts for
May and June, ghe total revenue on ac-
eount .of consolfdated fund up to June
2) next would be about $46,600,000. The
expenditure he placed at about $42,000,000,
so that his anticipated surplus would be
about $4,600,000; but he was careful to
say that the surplus may be either increas-
ed or decreased.

Dealing with ecapital account and the
prospective Increase of the public debt at
the end of the current fiscal year, he estl-
mated that the total expenditure on capi-
tal account up to June 30 would be about
$8,660,000. ¥rom this he deducted bhis an-
ticipated surplus of $4,600,000 and $2.360,-
000 sinking fund, leaving about $1,700,000
as the amount likely to be added to the
public diht as the net result of the cur-
rent yeat's transactions.

Canada’s Credit,

Speaking of the credit of Canada and
_the valune of Canadian bonds i the Eng-
lish market, he referred to the efforts
which were being made to get Dominion
Government securities placed on what Is
called the trustees’' list, which would en-
hance their value as sound securities, and
with reference to the savings bank
rate of interest, said that although the
Government had taken-power to reduce the
rate to 2% per cent., it had not been
found advisable to do so.

That Temporary Loan.

With reference to the temperary loan of
{500,000, which was made in January, he
said that it may be necessary to negotiate
another snch loan in July, and explained
that, although the Government had a sur-

plus from ordinary revenue, It was stiil
necessary sometimes to negotlate tem-
porary loans to meet subsidies of pro-

vigees and other similar payments, which
may hecome due before the revenue was
collected. 4
