Such is the Opinion of Prl.onér.
Recently  Released by Him.

Bloemfontein, Orange River Colony,
March 15.—Prisoners who have lately been
released by General Dewet say they think
he is 2 madman. They aver that the ter-
rible fatigues -he has undergone, his
anxieties and the intensity of his feelings
have unhinged his mind. Apart from thi®
view of General Dewet’s mental state,
some of his pecullarities are that he rarely
sleeps within the bounds of his camp. He
seeks rest outside; with a few trusted foi-
lowers. Thus, the orderlies of his subordi-
nate commanders are frequently unable to
find him to receive orders. His secrecy is
extreme, He absolutely imparts his plans
to no one. He repudiates the peace ne-
gotiations which are going on. ke has
declared openly ¢o the men under his com-
mand that no terms except independence
will satisfy him. A recent utterance at-
tributed to him is that after the British
he hates the Transevaalers. His where-
abouts during the last two or three days
are unknown, nor {8 it known whether
President Steyn is with him.

Kritzinger Elandes British.

Adelaide, Cape Colony, March 15.—Krit-
zinger’'s commando is working northward
and has eluded three British columns. It
passed here on both sides of the town
without attacking.

Kritzinger's men have carried off all the
horses in the Albany district, for which,
as they are registered, Great Britain will
have to pay £10,000 ($50,000).

The raiders were civil to the inhabftants,
tho they commandeered horses and fool.
They did not wantonly destroy property,
and in many cases offered cash for food.

Not Much Interest in France.

Paris, March 15.—The pro-Boer congress
i® not exciting great interest here, but the
promoters believe something tangible will
be accomplished.

A few Boer refugeas are now finding their
way to Paris. They all say that it Is late
in the day to commence action: that six
months since the powers might have done
something, - but that the best thing the
friends of the Boers can do now is to help
restore them to their farms at the con-
clusion of peace and prevent their helng
frozen out by British capitalists buying
up mortgnges. %

They still have hopes of a free govern-
ment if they can be restored 4o their
farms, but not if the Transvaal shall be-
come a second Ireland, with land in the
possession of foreigners.
