FURNESS LINEPainting's Strong.
The Canadian paintings are strong, but 

as a whole have not been whipped into 
shape by the severe discipline of schools. 
It is a truth that Canadians are more 
English than the English themselves. 
Their loyalty to their own home is splen­
did, only they must have the cachet of 
royalty to win success. Sir John Millais 
won a name with Englishmen for good 
painting that he never deserved, and I 
have known English artists who could 
paint all around him; yet when he show­
ed hls pictures .and portraits in Paris— 
the contrast between his work and the 
Frenchmen in his own particular line 
was most marked, yet these young 
Englishmen would swear by hls genius 
and refuse * the aid the strong French 
school cofuld gflve—because het was 91 r 
John, the pet of the English aristocracy. 
This has prevented many strong English 
painters from doing the best work : and 
may prevent the Canadians. They would 
be wise to go to New York, where are the 
best schools outside of Paris, which city Is 
without doubt the mother of modern art. 
They would learn to paint directly—not

The more demo­
cratic Scotch, Swedes, Norwegians uml 
Danes are outstripping the English. The 
Canadians will not think my criticism 
just, they rather fear we want to absorb 
them and their government, and are 
afraid of our influence. We don't want 
their territory, but we would like to ab­
sorb their evident strength as painters 
and a welcome awaits them from all the 
art societies of America. Our tariff on 
art, to our shame, may prevent this, tint I 
wish they themselves would give sopië 
exhibitions In Montreal or Toronto. Invit­
ing the Americans to exhibit. 1 know It 
would Jbe to their advantage and that the 
painters on this side of a very narrow 
boundary would help them in a whole- 
souled manner.
