Copenhagen, Oct. 15.—Savage fighting is still going on in the1 
city of Riga between Lettish and Lithuanian troops and the 
Germano-Russian army, which entered the western part of the city 
last week. Reports reaching here state that shells have fired a 
portion of the city and that great damage has been done the quays 
and harbor. Many civilians have been killed during the battle. -

Dispatches received here state that all the prisoners taken by 
the Letts have been Bavarians. British warships have become in- 
volved in the fighting, having been fired upon by the Germano- 
Russian forces, and an unconfirmed report declares a British force 
has been landed in or near the city.

Blockade measures are being rigidly enforced in the Baltic,, 
six German merchant ships having been captured by one British 
destroyer.

London, Oct. 15.—With Gen. Dene- 
kine's Cossack army advancing from 
the South and the northwestern Russian 
forces almost within striking distance 
of Petrograd, the soviet government of 
Russia appears to be facing a crisis. 
Bolshevik headquarters at Petrograd 
were closed last Thursday, according to 
a dispatch to the Dally Mail from 
Reval. The northwestern Russian army 
has apparently crashed through the 
Bolshevik lines over a wide front.

Pskov has been captured, and It Is 
believed that the forces under Gen. 
Yudenitch have also taken the import- 
ant town of Luga, about 85 miles south- 
west of Petrograd. The capture of 
Yamburg, 75 miles from Petrograd, re­
ported on Monday, and latest dispatches 
indicate the line of advance to be nearly 
125 miles in length. On the south the 
Denekine troops appear to have ap- 
proached quite near the town of Tula, 
which is considered the key to Moscow 
from that side. A dispatch received 
here says that if Tula falls to the Cos- 
sacks, thé Bolshevik commissaries will 
nee into Turkestan, taking advantage of 
a gap between the Denekine and Kol.

New York, Oct. 15.—All on board the 
Fabre Line steamer Venezia, reported 
on fire in mid-ocean, have been rescued 
by the Niagara of the French Line, and 
are on their way to Bordeaux. France. 
News of the rescue has been received 
in a dispatch from Halifax, which 
stated a relayed wireless message had 
told of the safety of those on board 
the blazing vessel.

There seems to be some uncertainty 
as to whether there were pasengers on 
board, the Venezia. Officials of the 
Fabre Line in this city declare she car­
ried no passengers, although she had 
accommodation for 1,500, but advices 
from Havana, Cuba, from which port 
the Venezia sailed for St. Nazaire, 
France, on October 4- state that the 
official lists show there were 199 pas­
sengers and a crew of 155. It Is also 
reported from Havana that the Venezia 
carried a cargo of 16,350 sacks of sugar. 
The V Venezia had called at American 
ports before reaching Havana.
