previous time.

The cabinet was convened this morn-
ing to consider a message from Brig-
adier General Sir Charles Harington,
commanding the allied forces in Con-
stantinople, summarzing Mustapha
Kemadl Pasha’s reply to Gen. Haring-
¢ ton’s warning against violation of the

_peutral zone along the straits. The re-
{ply was considered to be evasive and
ambiguous.

At a committee meeting of the com-
mon council this morning a proposed
contract with the Paz'ﬂngton Pulp &
Paper Company was discussed. Re-
ports ‘were read by Commissioner Frink
regarding a proposed permanent bridge
over -the outlet of Newman Brook in
Bridge street, and the taking over of
Metcalf street extention.

The proposed agreement with the
Partington Pulp & Paper Company,
which would permit the company to
install a sixteen inch main from their
mill at Union Point to connect with the
city’s twenty-four inch water main at
the corner of Union and Main street,
Fairville, was read by Commissioner
Wigmore. The commissioner was in-
structed to insert a clause, which would
make the total to be supplied each day
not to exceed four million gallons at a
proportionate amount per minute.
